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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
July 24, 2013, 
Public Service Company of Colorado filed the above-captioned application. 

2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
September 4, 2013, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. By Decision No. R13-1079-I issued September 9, 2013, a procedural schedule was adopted without conducting a prehearing conference in an attempt to efficiently and expeditiously establish a procedural schedule.  It was adopted unilaterally without consultation of any party.  The decision specifically noted that any party may request that a prehearing conference be convened.

4. On September 11, 2013, the Staff's Request for Pre Hearing Conference and Shortened Response Time was filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  Staff believes that extraordinary conditions exist in this matter and infer that the procedural schedule should be modified.  A prehearing conference is requested. 

5. The decision adopting the procedural schedule contemplated a unilateral request rather than a motion.  As such, requested relief as to response time will be denied as moot.

6. A prehearing conference will be scheduled as ordered below in response to Staff’s request.

7. In anticipation of the hearing, the undersigned ALJ is setting a prehearing conference in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   

8. All aspects of the procedural schedule will be reconsidered at the prehearing conference.  All parties shall be prepared to address whether sufficient cause exists to further extend the applicable statutory period in this proceeding.  All parties are also encouraged to confer regarding a mutually acceptable procedural schedule to govern this proceeding.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission’s (Staff) Request for Shortened Response Time is denied as moot.
