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I. STATEMENT
1. The parties appeared at the designated date, time, and location for a prehearing conference on September 16, 2013.  Decision No. R13-1103-I. 

2. At the prehearing conference, Mr. Baidwin, on behalf of the above-referenced Applicant, Baidwin Restaurant Corp., doing business as Little India, waived the 210-day statutory deadline for a Commission decision under §§ 40-6-109.5(2) and (3), C.R.S.
