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I. statement

1. On July 3, 2013, NoCo Short Bus Tours, LLC (Applicant or NoCo) filed an application to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire to provide transportation in sightseeing service in several counties (Application).

2. On July 12, 2013, Applicant filed an amendment to its Application.  According to the amendment, Applicant will operate under the name NoCo Short Bus Tours, LLC and proposes to serve only Larimer, Weld, and Boulder Counties in Colorado.

3. On July 15, 2013, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers 

in sightseeing service between all points in the Counties of Boulder, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado.

4. On July 18, 2013, Applicant made a “supplemental filing” in which it indicates that it plans to proceed without an attorney in this matter since it meets the definition of a “closely-held entity” pursuant to § 13-1-127, C.R.S.  Applicant also indicates that the amount in controversy does not exceed $10,000 and the name of the company officer authorized to represent Applicant in this matter.

5. On July 22, 2013, Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Estes Valley) filed an Intervention and Entry of Appearance (Intervention).  Estes Valley argued that the proposed transportation service (as noticed by the Commission), overlaps and conflicts in part with its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54696, a copy of which is attached to its Intervention.  

6. On August 9, 2013, Applicant filed an amendment to the Application in which it states that it wishes to restrict the Application in that “[n]o tours shall originate in Larimer County beyond the point north of County Road 392.”  In addition, “[n]o theme tours shall take place in Larimer County based upon ghosts, extraterrestrial life, extraterrestrial unidentified objects and cryptids.”

7. On August 14, 2013, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab and Boulder SuperShuttle; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; and Shamrock Charters, Inc. (collectively, Colorado Cab) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right, Alternative Motion for Permissive Intervention, Opposition to Application, and Request for Hearing.

8. On August 15, 2013, Applicant filed a third amendment to its Application, indicating that its operations will be limited to no more than two vehicles and that trips will originate and terminate in Loveland, Colorado.

9. On August 21, 2013, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.
10. On August 21, 2013, the entities collectively identified as Colorado Cab filed a Motion for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Motion to Withdraw).  According to the Motion to Withdraw, the entities collectively identified as Colorado Cab indicate that based on the restrictions contained in Applicant’s third amendment to its Application filed on August 15, 2013, it conditionally withdraws its intervention in this matter, if the proposed restrictions are approved since Colorado Cab’s interests will have been satisfied.

11. On September 9 and 10, 2013, Applicant and Estes Valley Transport each filed identical Stipulations.  The Stipulations indicate that they are between “My Car Service Now, LLC” and Estes Valley Transport.  This is the first instance in this Application that the entity “My Car Service Now, LLC” has appeared.  The Application does not list the entity as an affiliate of Applicant, nor does any subsequent filing identify this entity as being affiliated in any manner with Applicant.  

12. Therefore, Applicant must make a filing no later than September 24, 2013, clarifying the identity of “My Car Service Now, LLC” and its affiliation and relationship to Applicant and authority to enter into the Stipulation on behalf of Applicant; or, Applicant must re-file the Stipulation with the correct parties indicated in the terms of the Stipulation no later than September 24, 2013.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant, NoCo Short Bus Tours, LLC shall make a filing no later than September 24, 2013, clarifying the identity of “My Car Service Now, LLC” and its affiliation and relationship to Applicant and authority to enter into the Stipulation on behalf of Applicant.

2. In the alternative, Applicant, NoCo Short Bus Tours, LLC shall re-file the Stipulation with the correct parties indicated in the terms of the Stipulation no later than September 24, 2013.

3. Failure to respond in the timeframe ordered may result in denial of the Stipulation.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
