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I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 15, 2013, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint (CPAN) No. 106969 on Snow Limousine Inc. (Snow Limousine or Respondent).  That CPAN commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On August 1, 2013, counsel for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this Proceeding.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a),
 Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in this Proceeding.  

3. Staff and Snow Limousine, collectively, are the Parties.  

4. On August 21, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
5. On September 5, 2013, by Decision No. R13-1096-I at ¶ 9 and Ordering Paragraph No. 1, the ALJ ordered Respondent either to obtain legal counsel for this Proceeding or to show cause why it should be permitted to proceed in this matter without legal counsel.  If Respondent chose to retain counsel, its counsel was to enter an appearance on or before September 20, 2013.  
6. On September 20, 2013, counsel for Respondent entered an appearance in this Proceeding.  
7. The Parties are reminded that, no later than September 27, 2013 and after consultation with Respondent, Staff is to file a list of three proposed hearing dates, each of which is acceptable to the Parties.  Decision No. R13-1096-I at ¶ 17 and Ordering Paragraph No. 4.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Respondent Snow Limousine Inc. has complied with Decision No. R13-1096-I by retaining legal counsel to represent it in this Proceeding.  

2. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

3. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
