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I. statement

1. Scahafer-Schonewill and Associates Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Wolf Express) and Denver Airport Shuttle Services (Shuttle Services), LLC (collectively Applicants) initiated the above captioned proceeding on July 11, 2013, by filing a joint application seeking Commission authority to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363 (the CPCNs) from Wolf Express to Shuttle Services. Included with this filing were exhibits in support of the proposed transfer of the CPCNs.

2. On July 15, 2013, the Commission provided public notice of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing the transfer of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363 from 
Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle to Denver Airport Shuttle Services, LLC.
3. On August 19, 2013, the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1401 and Request for Hearing through counsel. In their filing Staff maintained that the Applicants could not demonstrate managerial, operational or financial fitness to conduct operations in the proposed application and requested a hearing. 

4. Later on August 19, 2013, Staff filed their Amended Notice of Intervention. In their amended notice Staff maintained that the Applicants would not be able to be able to fulfill their burden of proof with regard to subsections (A) through (E) of Commission Rule 6205(c)(XVI), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.

5. On August 28, 2013, the Commission deemed the application complete and it was referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

6. By Decision No. R13-1112-I, issued on September 9, 2013, a prehearing conference was scheduled for September 24, 2013.

A. Prehearing Conference

7. At the designated time and place the Applicants and Intervenor appeared for the prehearing conference. 

8. During the pre-hearing conference, the parties agreed to a procedural schedule as follows:

9. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

10. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).  The parties shall not file statements of position. 

11. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.

B. Motion to Modify Caption

12. On September 19, 2013, Denver Shuttle Services LLC filed its Notice of Name Change and Motion to Modify the Caption (Motion).

13. As grounds for the Motion, Denver Shuttle Services LLC states that on September 18, 2013, it changed its name to Colorado Shuttle Services, LLC due to a potential confusion with Aspen Snowmass Express, doing business as Denver Airport Shuttle Express. Denver Shuttle Services LLC requests that the caption in the above proceeding be modified to reflect the name change. 

14. Staff did not object to the relief requested at the prehearing conference. 

15. Finding good cause, the Motion shall be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

No. 13A-0796CP-Transfer.  

5. Commission administrative personnel shall amend the Commission’s records to reflect that the caption for Proceeding No. 13A-0796CP-Transfer is changed as set out above in this Decision.  

6. The Parties and the Commission shall use the caption shown in this Decision.  

7. The procedural schedule set out in ¶ 8, above, is adopted.
8. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
