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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R13-0948-I issued August 2, 2013, the administrative law judge (ALJ) scheduled this matter for a hearing on the merits of the above-captioned Application for September 25, 2013 at 9:30 a.m.

2. On the afternoon of September 24, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins Inc., and Colorado Springs Transportation LLC (Colorado Cab) filed a “Notice of Settlement and Motion to Vacate Hearing” (Motion). The Motion states that the parties have reached a settlement that will be set forth in a pleading to be filed within a week.  The Motion also seeks to vacate the hearing scheduled for September 25, 2013 because the settlement obviates the need for an evidentiary hearing.  Applicant Pinnacle Transportation, LLC joins in the Motion.  

3. Applicant and Colorado Cab are the only remaining parties to this proceeding.  See Decision No. R13-0989-I issued August 12, 2013 (accepting MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Taxis Fiesta, South Suburban Taxi and Northwest Suburban Taxi’s withdrawal of its Intervention).  

4. Because the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ will sua sponte waive the response to the Motion.  Rule 1400(b), Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  

5. For good cause shown and because the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ will grant the Motion.  The hearing scheduled for September 25, 2013 at 9:30 a.m. will be vacated.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The September 25, 2013 9:30 a.m. hearing scheduled in this matter is vacated. 

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
