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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 9, 2013, My Car Service Now, LLC (Applicant), filed the 
above-captioned Application. 
2. The Commission provided public notice of the Application on July 15, 2013. 

3. On July 22, 2013, Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Estes Valley), filed an “Entry of Appearance and Intervention” objecting to the Application. 

4. On August 14, 2013, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. and Shamrock Charters, Inc. (Shamrock), filed an “Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right, Alternative Motion for Permissive Intervention, Opposition to Application and Request for Hearing”
5. During its weekly meeting held August 21, 2013, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.
6. By Decision No. R13-1111-I, the ALJ scheduled the matter for a telephone prehearing conference for September 26, 2013. At the designated date, time, and location, the ALJ convened the prehearing conference.  Both Interveners appeared through counsel; Applicant appeared through counsel.  At the hearing, the parties agreed to, and the ALJ approved a hearing date and deadlines for disclosures.  The ALJ will order the agreed-upon schedule. 
7. In addition, the ALJ will order the parties to comply with the below requirements. 
8. Witness lists shall include a thorough description of the witnesses’ anticipated testimony and the witnesses’ last known address and telephone number.  

9. All exhibits shall be identified by sequential numbers and shall include the following information:  exhibit number, proceeding number, name of the witness who will testify to the exhibit’s foundation, and the date of the hearing.  Applicant’s exhibits will be the first sequential group of exhibits, Shamrock’s exhibits will be the second group of sequential exhibits, and Estes Valley’s will be the last group of exhibits (e.g., Applicant’s Exhibits 1 to 20, Shamrock’s Exhibits 20-30, and Estes Valley’s Exhibits 30-40).    

10. At the hearing, the parties shall bring an original and four copies of each exhibit they intend to introduce, along with a completed exhibit list in the format set forth in Appendix A to this Decision.  

11. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

12. The parties are on notice that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served as required herein.  The parties are on notice that failure to provide a thorough description of the witnesses’ testimony will also result an order prohibiting such witness from testifying. 
13. The parties are on notice that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as required herein.  

14. All parties are on notice that failure to make disclosures as required by all mandates of this Decision may result in a decision dismissing the Application without prejudice, or dismissing Interveners as parties and striking their intervention.   
15. Should the parties reach a resolution of their disputes, they should inform the ALJ of this fact by November 18, 2013.
  The ALJ will not order the parties to meet this deadline, but strongly encourages the parties to do so.  Indeed, the ALJ strongly encourages the parties to inform the ALJ as far in advance of the hearing date as possible should they be able to reach a resolution to their disputes. 
16. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Part 1, and the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure and to meet all burdens imposed by the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.colorado.gov/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

A hearing on the merits of My Car Service Now, LLC’s (Applicant) Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire will be held as follows:
