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I. STATEMENT  
A. Background
1. Interim Decision No. R13-1198-I issued September 25, 2013, required Coal Creek Village Development, Inc., doing business as Coal Creek Development, Inc. (Complainant) and Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent) to confer and arrive at procedural dates, including dates for pre-filed testimony (if any); a deadline for pre-hearing motions; the date for an evidentiary hearing; and, the deadline for Statements of Position, as well as for the filing of any stipulation or settlement agreement (if any).  In addition, the parties were to include a proposed discovery schedule as part of the filing.  The proposed procedural schedule was to be filed within 14 days of the effective date of that Interim Decision, or no later than October 9, 2013.

Closing Statements of Position due




February 3, 2014

3. In addition, the parties indicate that they intend to follow the discovery procedures and deadlines as provided in Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-1-1405, Rules of Practice and Procedure, with the caveat that any discovery requests propounded after 3:00 p.m. on a Friday will be deemed to have been served on the following business day.  

4. Good cause is found to adopt the proposed procedural schedule as denoted above.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The procedural and discovery schedules proposed above in Paragraph Nos. 2 and 3 are adopted.
