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I. STATEMENT

1. A Petition for a Declaratory Order (Petition) was filed jointly by Boulder County and the City and County of Denver (Denver) on March 4, 2013.  Boulder County and Denver jointly filed the Petition seeking clarification of Rule 3026(e), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities.  

2. On March 21, 2013, the Commission accepted the petition and issued a notice of filing of the petition.  

3. On September 9, 2013, the Unopposed Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement was filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  

4. Public Service, Boulder County, and Denver, have filed a Stipulation for Commission approval.  Although the stipulation clearly is intended to resolve disagreements among Public Service, Boulder County, and Denver, these parties did not address the pending petition that the Commission has accepted.  Further the stipulation does not address prefiled testimony in the proceeding.  

5. As the matter stands today, the pending motion will be decided and the declaratory ruling will issue.  All parties will be ordered to respond to the questions below to inform further proceedings herein. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. All parties shall make a filing within seven days of the effective date of this Interim Decision answering the following questions:

a.
Is the prefiled testimony available to the Commission to inform the ruling on the pending motion?  
b.
Is the prefiled testimony available to the Commission to inform the declaratory ruling?  
c.
Have the parties agreed to the admission of prefiled testimony?
