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I. STATEMENT  
1. On August 1, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), filed a Verified Application that seeks Commission approval of the 2012 fuel, purchased energy and purchased wheeling costs that Public Service collected through the Electric Commodity Adjustment clause.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On August 5, 2013, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period, which expired on September 4, 2013.   
3. On September 3, 2013, Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed (its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  Review of the Commission’s file in this matter reveals that a copy of the notice was served on Public Service.  The intervention is of right, and Staff is a party in this matter.  Staff is represented by counsel.  
4. On September 11, 2013, by minute order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).    
5. By Decision No. R13-1197-I, issued September 25, 2013, the scope of the proceeding was limited and a prehearing conference was scheduled for October 7, 2013.

6. By Decision No. R13-1237-I, issued October 3, 2013, the prehearing conference was rescheduled for October 11, 2013.

7. On October 4, 2013, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Motion to Intervene Out of Time and Entry of Appearance. The OCC states that on September 17, 2013, 13 days after the intervention period ended in this proceeding, a 134-page report was released by Staff in Proceeding No. 13I-0215E. That report contains information that the OCC intends to use to address the appropriateness and prudence of generation costs incurred by Public Service. 

A. Intervention

8. At the prehearing conference held on October 11, 2013, Public Service stated that they did not object to the intervention out if time by the OCC. 

9. Good cause is found to allow the intervention out of time by the OCC.

10. The OCC is a party to the above captioned proceeding.

B. Procedural Schedule

11. At the prehearing conference, the Parties presented a procedural schedule and evidentiary hearing dates.

12. The Parties agreed to the following schedule, which the ALJ finds acceptable and shall order:

13. The parties also agreed that, Rule 1405 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, shall govern discovery.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Intervene Out of Time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is a party in this proceeding.
