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I. statement
1. By Interim Decision No. R13-1159-I issued September 17, 2013, a procedural schedule was adopted in this proceeding, which among other things set a due date for the filing of direct testimony for October 15, 2013 and an evidentiary hearing for January 13, 2014.  

2. On October 16, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a Motion for an Extension of Ten Days for the Filing of Direct and Answer Testimony (Motion).  According to the Motion, Public Service believes that it has reached an agreement in principle with all parties to this proceeding which resolves all of the parties’ issues.  As a result, Public Service proposes to file either a settlement agreement which resolves all issues in this proceeding, or its direct testimony by October 25, 2013.  

3. In the event a final settlement agreement is not completed and Public Service instead files its direct testimony, it further requests that the deadline to file answer testimony be extended by ten days from November 25, 2013 to December 5, 2013.  No other changes to the procedural schedule are proposed.

4. Public Service does not indicate whether the other parties to this proceeding are in agreement with the proposed changes to the procedural schedule.  Nevertheless, given the approaching deadline for the filing of direct testimony, Public Service’s Motion will be granted and response time will be waived.  It does not appear that the changes proposed by Public Service will prejudice the parties.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for an Extension of Ten Days for the Filing of Direct and Answer Testimony (Motion) is granted.

2. The deadline for the filing of direct testimony shall be extended to October 25, 2013.

3. The deadline for the filing of answer testimony shall be extended to December 5, 2013.  

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
