I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 31, 2013, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint (CPAN) No. 107174 on Colorado Limousine Services LLC (Colorado Limousine or Respondent).  That CPAN commenced Proceeding No. 13G-0864EC.  

2. On August 20, 2013, counsel for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in Proceeding No. 13G-0864EC.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a),
 Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in Proceeding No. 13G-0864EC.  

3. On September 4, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned Proceeding No. 13G-0864EC to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. The Commission served CPAN No. 107361 on Colorado Limousine on August 29, 2013.  That CPAN commenced Proceeding No. 13G-0954EC.  

5. On September 17, 2013, counsel for Staff entered his appearance in Proceeding No. 13G-0954EC.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1007(a), Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in Proceeding No. 13G-0954EC.  

6. On October 2, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned Proceeding No. 13G-0954EC to an ALJ.  
7. On September 4, 2013, the Commission served CPAN No. 107457 on Colorado Limousine.  That CPAN commenced Proceeding No. 13G-0960EC.  

8. On September 24, 2013, counsel for Staff entered his appearance in Proceeding No. 13G-0960EC.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1007(a), Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in Proceeding No. 13G-0960EC.  

9. On October 2, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned Proceeding No. 13G-0960EC to an ALJ.  
10. Staff and Colorado Limousine, collectively, are the Parties in Proceedings No. 13G-0864EC, No. 13G-0954EC, and No. 13G-0960EC.  

11. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here to put this Interim Decision in context.  

12. On October 7, 2013, By Decision No. R13-1257-I, the ALJ scheduled a December 12, 2013 evidentiary hearing and established a procedural schedule in this consolidated matter.  

13. On October 24, 2013, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing [Motion to Vacate] and [for] Waiver of Response Time.  In that filing, Staff represents that Respondent joins the Motion to Vacate.  
14. The ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion to Vacate is waived.  The ALJ will grant the request and will waive response time to the Motion to Vacate.  
15. The Motion to Vacate states that an unavoidable scheduling conflict has arisen and, as a result, a key Staff witness is unavailable to appear at the December 12, 2013 hearing.  Staff requests that the hearing be rescheduled to one of four dates proposed by the Parties.  Respondent joins the Motion to Vacate.  
16. The ALJ finds that the Motion to Vacate states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion to Vacate is granted.  The ALJ will vacate the December 12, 2013 evidentiary hearing and will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this consolidated Proceeding for December 19, 2013, which is one of the dates proposed by the Parties.  The ALJ also will vacate the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R13-1257-I.  The remainder of Decision No. R13-1257-I remains in effect.  
17. The ALJ will adopt the following procedural schedule:  (a) no later than November 1, 2013, Staff will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (b) no later than November 19, 2013, Respondent will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (c) no later than November 29, 2013, each party will file its corrected list of witnesses and complete copies of its updated or corrected exhibits; (d) no later than December 6, 2013, each party will file its prehearing motions (this includes dispositive motions and motions in limine); (e) no later than noon on December 11, 2013, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; and (f) the evidentiary hearing will be held on December 19, 2013.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is granted.  

2. The December 12, 2013 evidentiary hearing scheduled in this consolidated Proceeding is vacated.  

3. The evidentiary hearing in this consolidated proceeding shall be held on the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

4. Consistent with the discussion above, the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R13-1257-I is vacated.  

5. Consistent with the discussion above, the following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) no later than November 1, 2013, Staff of the Commission shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (b) no later than November 19, 2013, Colorado Limousine Services LLC shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its cases; (c) no later than November 29, 2013, each party shall file its corrected list of witnesses and complete copies of its updated or corrected exhibits; (d) no later than December 6, 2013, each party shall file its prehearing motions; (e) no later than noon on December 11, 2013, the Parties shall file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached.  

6. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R13-1257-I remains in full force and effect.  

7. The unopposed request for waiver of response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is granted.  

8. Response time to the Unopposed Motions to Vacate Hearing Date is waived.  

9. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in Proceeding No. 13G-0864EC, in Proceeding No. 13G-0954EC, and in this consolidated Proceeding.  

10. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
