I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 8, 2013, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 107792 (CPAN) on Mohamed Aboud, doing business as 
A J Limo Service (Aboud or Respondent).  Service was by certified mail, return receipt requested.  The CPAN commenced this Proceeding.  
2. On October 30, 2013, counsel for Trial (litigation) Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this matter.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a),
 Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in this Proceeding.  

3. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  
4. On October 30, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
A. Respondent Appearing without Legal Counsel.  

5. This is an adjudication before the Commission.  

6. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b)(I) permits an individual to appear in an adjudication without an attorney so long as that person represents his or her own interests.  Respondent is an individual and, thus, may appear in this proceeding without an attorney (that is, pro se) to represent his own interests.  

7. Mr. Aboud is advised, and is on notice, that at this time he is the only 
person who is not an attorney who is authorized to appear on his behalf.  

8. Mr. Aboud is advised, and is on notice, that, as a pro se litigant, he is bound by, and will be held to, the same procedural and evidentiary rules as those to which attorneys are held.  The Colorado Supreme Court has held that,  

[b]y electing to represent himself [in a criminal proceeding,] the defendant subjected himself to the same rules, procedures, and substantive law applicable to a licensed attorney.  A pro se defendant cannot legitimately expect the court to deviate from its role of impartial arbiter and [to] accord preferential treatment to a litigant simply because of the exercise of the constitutional right of 
self-representation.  

People v. Romero, 694 P.2d 1256, 1266 (Colo. 1985).  The same standard applies to civil proceedings.  Negron v. Golder, 111 P.3d 538, 541 (Colo. App. 2004); Loomis v. Seely, 677 P.2d 400, 402 (Colo. App. 1983) (“If a litigant, for whatever reason, presents his own case to the court, he is bound by the same rules of procedure and evidence as bind those who are admitted to practice law before the courts of this state.  [Citation omitted.]  A judge may not become a surrogate attorney for a pro se litigant.”).  The same standard applies in Commission adjudications, such as this Proceeding.  
B.
Filing Regarding Proposed Hearing Dates.  

9. The CPAN stated that, if he chose to do so, Respondent could pay one-half of the maximum assessment stated in the CPAN within ten days from the date of service.  If made, the payment would constitute Respondent’s admission of liability and would resolve this matter.  
10. Review of the Commission file in this Proceeding reveals that Respondent did not make the payment.  As a consequence, the ALJ deems the CPAN to be contested.  The CPAN must be set for hearing.  

11. The ALJ will order Staff to contact Respondent in order to discuss dates for a hearing in this matter.  The ALJ will order Staff to file, on or before November 8, 2013, a list of three proposed hearing dates, each of which is agreeable to the Parties.  If possible, the ALJ will select one of the proposed dates.  
C.
Advisements.  

12. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that the ALJ requires each party to be familiar with, and to comply with, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.  These Rules are available online at www.

13. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that a document is filed with the Commission on the date that the Commission receives the document.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is due to be filed, the document is not filed with the Commission in a timely manner.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Mr. Mohamed Aboud may proceed in this matter without legal counsel.   

2. On or before November 8, 2013, Staff of the Commission shall make a filing identifying three proposed hearing dates that are acceptable to the Parties.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements stated above.  

4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
