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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R13-1327-I issued October 22, 2013, the administrative law judge (ALJ) scheduled the above-captioned Application for a prehearing conference for November 4, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. 

2. On October 30, 2013, 303 PartyBus LLC (Applicant), through counsel, filed an “Unopposed Motion for a Continuance of the November 4, 2013 Prehearing Conference to November 14, 2013 at 10:30 a.m.” (Motion).  The Motion states that Applicant’s owner and manager will be out of the country at the time scheduled for the prehearing conference.  Applicant proposes that the prehearing conference be rescheduled for November 14, 2013 at 10:30 a.m.  

3. The ALJ finds that Applicant has shown good cause to continue the November 4, 2013 hearing.  

4. The Motion states that Applicant conferred with counsel for SuperShuttle International Denver Inc. and Colorado Cab Company, LLC (collectively Colorado Cab) on the Motion and that Colorado Cab does not object to a continuance of the prehearing conference.  The Motion also states that Applicant has “pre cleared” November 14, 2013 at 10:30 a.m.  The ALJ construes this statement to mean that Colorado Cab is available for a prehearing conference on November 14, 2013 at 10:30 a.m.    

5. The Motion does not provide any information as to whether Applicant conferred with the other intervener in this proceeding, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Taxis Fiesta, South Suburban Taxi and Northwest Suburban Taxi (Metro).  However, the Motion is titled as unopposed.  Thus, it is unclear whether Applicant conferred with Metro. 

6. The ALJ finds good cause to waive the response to the Motion and will sua sponte waive the response to the Motion. The ALJ will grant the Motion.  The prehearing conference will be continued to November 14, 2013 at 10:30 a.m.   

7. All parties are expected to appear at the prehearing conference.  Parties may appear through counsel. 

8. The parties are advised and on notice that failure to appear at the prehearing conference may result in dismissal of the Application without prejudice, or a decision denying any intervener the ability to participate in this proceeding.  
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The prehearing conference scheduled in this proceeding for November 4, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. is continued.  No hearing will be held on that date.
