2. The Commission gave notice of the within application on July 24, 2013.  See Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  As stated therein, any person desiring to intervene in or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file appropriate pleadings to become a party, within 30 days after the date of the Notice.

3. On October 22, 2013, the Colorado Energy Office Petition for Late Intervention by Right was filed.  The Colorado Energy Office (CEO), within the Office of the Governor, is tasked with promoting cleaner and renewable energy sources. See § 24-38.5-102, C.R.S. To accomplish these goals, the CEO is permitted to intervene by right in Commission adjudicatory proceedings “affecting gas or electric utilities.” § 40-6-108(2)(b), C.R.S.  However, the CEO failed to timely intervene of right in this proceeding.  Rather, the motion requests that late intervention be permitted based upon grounds stated in the motion.

4. No response was filed to the pending motion.

5. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, the CEO will be granted late intervention to permit pursuit of the office’s statutory purpose.  Late intervention will be granted with the proviso that the CEO takes this proceeding as it finds it and is bound by the decisions previously entered in this proceeding. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Colorado Energy Office Petition for Late Intervention by Right filed by the Colorado Energy Office on October 22, 2013, is granted.  The Colorado Energy Office is granted intervenor status, shall take the proceeding as it finds it, and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this proceeding.  

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the late intervention granted.  

3. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
