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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. On August 27, 2013, Jose Guadalupe Soto Rangel and Alfredo Soto Alvarez (Complainants) filed a Formal Complaint with the Commission against Saddleback Valley Communities, LLC (Saddleback).  The Complaint alleges that Saddleback has overcharged Complainants for gas. 
2. On October 18, 2013, Complainants filed a supplement to their Complaint (supplement).  The supplement references several attachments; however, no attachments were filed with the Commission. The undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) will order Complainants to file the referenced attachments with the Commission. 

3. On November 6, 2013, Saddleback filed a response to Complainants’ original Complaint and the supplement thereto.  Saddleback’s response indicates that it has made a settlement offer to Complainants. 

4. The ALJ finds that under the circumstances, it is appropriate to order the parties to participate in a Commission administered settlement conference.  The ALJ will order the parties to do so and will schedule a settlement conference. 
5. ALJ Robert Garvey will act as a mediator for the settlement conference.  The settlement conference is scheduled at the Commission’s offices located in Denver, Colorado.  However, the parties may participate in the settlement conference by telephone.  To do so, any party so desiring must contact ALJ Garvey to make arrangements to appear by telephone.  
6. The parties may, but are not required, to provide ALJ Garvey a statement of their position and the outcome they hope to achieve prior to the settlement conference.

8. As set forth below, an evidentiary hearing regarding the Complaint and the supplement thereto is scheduled.  Should the parties resolve their dispute, the hearing may be vacated by request of the parties or complainant. 

9. At the hearing, the parties shall bring three copies of all documents they wish for the ALJ to consider in deciding the Complaint.  

10. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (http://www.dora.colorado.gov/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 
1. Mr. Jose Guadalupe Soto Rangel and Mr. Alfredo Soto Alvarez (Complainants) shall file with the Commission all attachments referenced in their October 18, 2013 filing on or by January 8, 2014. 

2. Complainants and Meadow Brook Trailer Park, now known as, Saddle Back Valley, also known as, Saddleback Valley Communities, LLC (collectively, the parties) shall participate in a Commission administered settlement conference before Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Garvey, as set forth below. 

3. A settlement conference shall take place as follows:

4. To participate in the settlement conference by telephone, any party so desiring must contact ALJ Garvey by December 11, 2013 to make arrangements to appear by telephone.  Contact information for ALJ Garvey is provided in ¶ 8 above.  
5. The parties are advised and are on notice that in administering the settlement conference, the Commission offers neither legal advice nor legal counsel.  Any party wishing to obtain legal advice is responsible for doing so on their own behalf.  

6. Any discussions held during the settlement conference and any settlement reached as a result of the settlement conference shall be confidential and shall not be disclosed to any person or entity who is not a party to this proceeding.  Nothing said or offered during the settlement conference or settlement negotiations may be used in any formal complaint proceeding against the person making the statement or offer, including this proceeding.  Any agreement reached through the settlement conference is confidential, is not precedent setting and shall not be disclosed to any person or entity who is not a party to this proceeding.  

7. ALJ Garvey shall not be called as a witness to testify concerning any facts or documents relating to the settlement conference.  Neither party may subpoena ALJ Garvey or any documents or information concerning the settlement conference which may have been retained in any file belonging to ALJ Garvey or the Commission.  

8. Any records the parties wish to use during the settlement conference shall be provided to ALJ Garvey and shall not be filed in this proceeding.  The parties are not required to disclose to each other the documents to be used during the settlement conference. 
9. The parties may, but are not required, to provide ALJ Garvey a statement giving their position in this case and the outcome they hope to achieve prior to the settlement conference. 
10. Within two calendar days following the settlement conference, each party shall make a filing in this proceeding indicating that they have participated in the settlement conference as ordered by this Decision.  

11. A hearing on the merits of the Complaint and supplement thereto will be held as follows:
