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I. statement

1. On August 8, 2013, Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) issued 
Respondent A S A P Towing & Recovery Inc. (ASAP) Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 107145.  CPAN No. 107145 was served upon ASAP on August 2, 2013.
2. By Decision No. R13-1191-I, issued September 25, 2013, a hearing is scheduled to commence in this matter on November 15, 2013 at 10:00 a.m.

3. By Decision No. R13-1202-I, issued September 26, 2013, the return date for the Subpoena to Testify issued to and served upon Mr. James Ward, ASAP Towing & Recovery Inc., 4790 Austin Bluffs Parkway, Colorado Springs, Colorado 80918 is continued to 10:00 a.m. on November 15, 2013.

4. On November 13, 2013, with the consent of ASAP, counsel for Staff informally advised the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) that a settlement has been reached and that no hearing should be necessary.  However, additional time is needed to finalize the written settlement for filing. The parties informally request that the hearing be vacated to allow additional time to file the settlement reached.

5. In light of the close proximity to the commencement of the scheduled hearing, the nature of relief sought, and no prejudice coming to any party, the ALJ will sua sponte vacate the scheduled hearing. 

6. The parties shall finalize the terms of any settlement and file a motion requesting approval of the same on or before November 29, 2013.  In the event that the settlement is not filed prior to that time, a new hearing will be scheduled by separate order.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on November 15, 2013 at 10:00 a.m., is vacated.

2. The subpoena issued and served upon Mr. James Ward, ASAP Towing & Recovery Inc., 4790 Austin Bluffs Parkway, Colorado Springs, Colorado 80918, and as continued by Decision No. R13-1202-I, is quashed.  

3. Mr. Ward need not appear at the Commission.  Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall take all reasonable actions to ensure that Mr. Ward is timely informed that the subpoena has been quashed.

4. The parties shall reduce the terms of settlement to writing and file a motion requesting approval of the same on or before November 29, 2013.

5. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
