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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 15, 2013, Summit Activity Transport, LLC (Applicant) filed an Application for a Permit to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  

2. On October 4, 2013, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Taxis Fiesta, South Suburban Taxi and Northwest Suburban Taxi timely intervened of right.

3. On October 9, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, timely intervened of right. 

4. During its weekly meeting held October 16, 2013, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition. 

5. By Decision No. R13-1329-I issued October 23, 2013, the ALJ scheduled this proceeding for a prehearing conference for November 14, 2013.  At the designated date, time, and location, the prehearing conference was convened.  Ms. Eunice Kinrade appeared on behalf of Applicant; interveners appeared through their respective counsel, Mr. Mark Valentine and Ms. Cesilie Garles.  The parties agreed to, and the ALJ approved a disclosure schedule and a hearing date, which will be ordered.  

6. As an initial matter, the ALJ found that Applicant has met the requirements of Rule 1201(b)(II), of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations, (CCR) 723-1, and § 13-1-127, C.R.S., based upon information provided in the Application.  Applicant has provided satisfactory evidence that Ms. Eunice Kinrade, a 
non-attorney, has authority to represent it.   The ALJ will permit Ms. Kinrade to represent Applicant in this proceeding. 

7. In anticipation of the hearing, the parties are ordered make disclosures of the witnesses and evidence they intend to present at the hearing in support of their position. 

8. The parties are advised that they must file and serve a witness list even if the party intends to call only one witness to testify on its behalf.   

9. Likewise, even if a party intends to introduce only one document in support of her case, the party still must file and serve an exhibit list and the exhibit. An exhibit is any document or other tangible item the party wishes the ALJ to consider in reaching a decision in this matter. 

As referenced in this Decision, serving a party with any document (e.g., witness and exhibit lists and exhibits) means that the party is required to give the document to the other 

10. parties to the proceeding.  Service may be accomplished by United States Mail, or through the Commission’s E-filing system, if the party is registered with the E-filing system.  Except as stated below, all parties must demonstrate through a certificate of service that they have served the filed document on the other party.  A certificate of service is a statement indicating how and when a document was served on the other party (e.g., the filing was served by placing the document in the United States mail, first class postage-prepaid to an identified address).  A certificate of service is not necessary if the document is filed electronically through the Commission’s E-filing system upon a party who is registered with the Commission’s E-filing system. 

11. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1, Part 1 and the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle found at 4 CCR 723-6, Part 6.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Both sets of rules are available on the Commission’s website at www.dora.state.co.us/puc and in hard copy from the Commission.  

12. Non-attorneys will be held to the same standards as attorneys. 
13. All parties are advised that failure to make disclosures as required by this Decision may result in an order dismissing the Application without prejudice or an order preventing an intervener from participating in this proceeding. 
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

2. At the above date, time, and place you will be given the opportunity to be heard if you so desire. 

3. Ms. Eunice Kinrade, a non-attorney, may represent Applicant in this proceeding.  

4. Applicant shall file and serve exhibit and witness lists and exhibits on or by 5:00 p.m. on January 2, 2014.  
5. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Taxis Fiesta, South Suburban Taxi and Northwest Suburban Taxi, and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab shall file and serve exhibit and witness lists and exhibits on or by 5:00 p.m. on January 9, 2014. 
6. Witness lists shall include a detailed description of the witnesses’ anticipated testimony and the witnesses’ last known address and telephone number.

7. All exhibits shall be identified by sequential numbers (e.g., Exhibit 1, Exhibit 2, Exhibit 2). 

8. Exhibits shall include the following information:  exhibit number, proceeding number, name of the witness who will testify to the exhibit’s foundation, and the date of the hearing.  The parties may utilize the Commission’s exhibit stamp to include this information on the exhibits. The parties must have all their exhibits stamped prior to the time the hearing is scheduled to begin. 

9. At the hearing, the parties shall bring an original and two copies of each 
pre-marked exhibit they intend to introduce, along with a completed exhibit list in the format set forth in Appendix A to this Decision.  

10. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

11. No witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served as required herein.  

12. No exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as required herein. 

13. This Decision is effective immediately.  
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
