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I. STATEMENT
1. On November 14, 2013, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC; El Paso County Telephone Company, doing business as CenturyLink; CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc.; and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (collectively CenturyLink), filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Motion to Compel (Motion) requesting that it be permitted to respond on or before November 19, 2013, to the Motion to Compel filed on November 12, 2013 (Motion to Compel), by Sprint Communications Company L.P. and Sprint Spectrum L.P. (collectively Sprint). 
2. In support of its Motion, CenturyLink states that the procedural order entered in this proceeding by Administrative Law Judge Jennings-Fader provides that response to motions to compel are due within three days after filings.  CenturyLink further notes that Sprint’s motion is 25 pages long and will require time to analyze and respond; therefore, through its Motion, CenturyLink requests until November 19, 2013, to respond to the Motion to Compel. 
3. CenturyLink represents that Sprint agrees with the request and the Motion is unopposed. 
4. There is good cause to grant CenturyLink’s Motion and waive response time thereto.  Response to the Motion to Compel shall be due on or before November 19, 2013.
II. Order
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Motion to Compel (Motion) filed November 14, 2013, by Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC; El Paso County Telephone Company, doing business as CenturyLink; CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc.; and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., is granted. 

2. Response time to the Motion is waived. 
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
