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I. STATEMENT, findings, and conclusions
1. Only those portions of the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision are included. 

2. On July 9, 2013, My Car Service Now, LLC (Applicant), filed the 
above-captioned Application. 
3. By Decision No. R13-1208-I issued September 9, 2013, this matter was scheduled for an evidentiary hearing regarding the Application for November 22, 2013 to take place at the Weld County Combined Courts.  The parties agreed to this hearing date during the prehearing conference held on September 26, 2013.  Decision No. R13-1208-I. 

4. On or about November 18, 2013, the parties informally notified the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) that there was some concern that the hearing could not be completed in one day as planned.  

5. On November 19, 2013, Applicant filed a “Motion to Continue Hearing Scheduled for November 22, 2013” (Motion). The Motion states that Applicant anticipates that the hearing will take longer than one day.  To ensure that Applicant is able to properly present its case at a two day hearing, Applicant moved to continue the November 22, 2013 hearing and reschedule it for a two-day hearing.  Applicant conferred with the only remaining interveners, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins and Shamrock Charters, Inc., (Shamrock).  Shamrock does not object to the relief sought by the Motion.  

6. Applicant’s Motion also waives the 210-day statutory deadline period under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. for a Commission decision to issue.  Motion, ¶ 5. 
7. Because the Motion is unopposed and for good cause shown, the ALJ will waive the response time to the Motion.  Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1. 
8. For good cause shown, the ALJ will grant Applicant’s request to continue and reschedule the hearing for two days.  The ALJ will reschedule the hearing by a separate decision.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The hearing scheduled for November 22, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. is continued.  A new hearing date will be scheduled by a separate decision. 
2. My Car Service Now, LLC’s waiver of the 210-day statutory period under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. for a Commission decision to issue is acknowledged. 
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
