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I. STATEMENT  
1. On August 8, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0964 issued in Proceeding 
No. 10AL-963G, the Commission opened this Proceeding and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  In that Decision, the Commission stated:  

The ALJ shall issue a recommended decision in this separate proceeding that establishes requirements for the future Public Service PSIA [Pipeline System Integrity Adjustment] advice letter filings and annual reports.  Public Service, Staff, and the OCC shall be declared necessary parties in that proceeding, and the ALJ shall establish a notice and intervention period for other entities seeking to intervene.  The ALJ shall require parties to file comments and/or testimony regarding their positions on the appropriate content of the advice letter filings and annual reports.  Parties may also comment on the appropriate review process for each filing.  

 
The ALJ may take evidence and [may] make findings regarding the October PSIA advice letter filing on a priority basis such that requirements and guidelines are established in time for that filing.  

Decision No. C13-0964 at ¶¶ 28-29 (emphasis and underlining supplied); see also id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 3.  

2. By Commission decision, the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) are parties in this Proceeding.  Each is represented by legal counsel.  

3. On September 23, 2013, by Interim Decision No. R13-1181-I, the ALJ established a 20-day intervention period.  

4. On October 2, 2013, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG), timely filed a Motion for Leave to Intervene.  On October 25, 2013, by Decision No. R13-1348-I, the ALJ granted the motion.  CNG is an intervenor, is a party in this Proceeding, and is represented by legal counsel.  

5. CNG, OCC, Public Service, and Staff, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. By Decision No. R13-1348-I, the ALJ scheduled a November 18, 2013 prehearing conference in this Proceeding.  The prehearing conference was held as scheduled.  All Parties were present, were represented, and participated.  

7. The Parties proposed, and the ALJ finds acceptable and will adopt, the following procedural schedule:  (a) no later than January 17, 2014, the Parties will file opening comments; (b) no later than January 29, 2014, the Parties will file response comments; and (c) a hearing on the comments, which will give counsel an opportunity to respond to questions from the ALJ, will be held on February 10, 2014.
  

8. This Proceeding is similar to a rulemaking in that there likely will be no fact witnesses and the ALJ will rule based on the written submissions as supplemented by counsel’s responses to the ALJ’s questions at the hearing.  

9. The comments will address the content of (that is, what should be included in) Public Service’s annual PSIA October advice letter filings and in Public Service’s annual April PSIA report filings.  In addition, the Parties may include comments on the appropriate process to be used to review each type of filing.  See Decision No. C13-0964 at ¶¶ 28-29 (quoted above).  

10. In preparing their comments, the Parties should consider, but are neither bound nor limited by, the Commission’s discussion at ¶¶ 11-15 in Decision No. C13-0587-I, which was issued on May 20, 2013 in Proceeding No. 10AL-963G.  

11. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1405
 will govern discovery.  

12. Rules 4 CCR 723-1-1100 and 723-1-1101 will govern the treatment of information claimed to be confidential.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:

4. Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1100 and 723-1-1101 shall govern the treatment of information claimed to be confidential.  

5. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
