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I. STATEMENT  
1. On August 1, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), filed a Verified Application that seeks Commission approval of the 2012 fuel, purchased energy and purchased wheeling costs that Public Service collected through the Electric Commodity Adjustment clause.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On August 5, 2013, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period, which expired on September 4, 2013.   
3. On September 3, 2013, Trial Staff of the Commission timely filed its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing. 
4. On September 11, 2013, by minute order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge.   

5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context. 
6. By Interim Decision No. R13-1297-I, issued on October 16, 2013, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel was allowed to intervene out of time and a procedural schedule was adopted in the above captioned proceeding. 

7. On November 22, 2013, Public Service filed its Unopposed Motion for (1) Adoption of Modified Procedural Schedule and (2) Waiver of Response Time (Motion). As grounds, Public Service states that more time than was anticipated is needed to complete rebuttal testimony and requests the procedural schedule be modified. Public Service has agreed to waive the statutory deadline for a Commission decision if the Motion is granted.

8. Intervenors do not object to the requested relief.

9. Good cause having been found, the procedural schedule shall be modified as follows:

Deadline for Settlement
February 11, 2014

Evidentiary Hearing
February 11 and 12, 2014

Statements of Position
February 27, 2014

10. Since the Motion is unopposed, response time shall be waived.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for (1) Adoption of Modified Procedural Schedule and (2) Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Public Service of Colorado (Public Service) on November 22, 2013 is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for January 3, 2014 is vacated.

3. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is rescheduled as follows:
