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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 2, 2013, the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony by Colorado Energy Office (CEO) was filed.  

2. By Decision No. R13-1225, any party desiring to file Answer Testimony in this proceeding was ordered to do so on or before December 2, 2013.  Parties that want to file Rebuttal or Cross-Answer Testimony in this proceeding must file it by January 17, 2014. 

3. CEO describes a series of meetings to discuss matters that it states are relevant to this proceeding.  A report is being prepared with regard thereto that CEO intends to include in its Answer Testimony.  However, the report is not yet complete.  CEO requests an enlargement of time until December 20, 2013 to file Answer Testimony.

4. CEO contacted all parties to the proceeding regarding the requested relief.  CEO states that Climax Molybdenum Company and The Alliance for Solar Choice did not respond, but have given no indication of opposition.  No other party opposes the requested relief.
5. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, enlargement of time will be granted.

Procedural Modifications

6. This decision also memorializes procedural matters previously communicated informally to the parties.  

7. Additional parties have been granted intervenor status in the proceeding.  The following parties are assigned a block of exhibit numbers for identification of hearing exhibits as follows:


Vote Solar Initiative: 1100 – 1199 and 


Colorado Energy Office:  1200 - 1299.

8. Decision No. R13-1079-I, paragraph 17 provides:  "Should a party need to modify a previously-filed hearing exhibit, the entire hearing exhibit shall be filed with a new number identifying the exhibit. In such circumstance, the originally filed number will be superseded and not utilized at hearing."  This paragraph will be stricken.

9. If a modification is necessary to a previously identified hearing exhibit, the same exhibit number shall be used for the title as the original.  However, the title shall be modified to add a revision number reference.  Illustratively, Hearing Exhibit 1_Hyde_Direct_Testimony has been disclosed.  If a correction were required, it would be filed as Hearing Exhibit 1_Hyde_Direct_Testimony Rev 1.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony by Colorado Energy Office (CEO) filed on December 2, 2013, is granted.  
2. The Colorado Energy Office shall file any desired Answer Testimony in this proceeding on or before December 20, 2013.  

3. Paragraph 17 of Decision No. R13-1079-I is stricken.  Parties shall comply with the procedures previously ordered, as further modified consistent with the discussion above.  

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
