I. STATEMENT

1. On 
September 30, 2013, Allrides Colorado LLC (Applicant) filed the above-captioned application. 

2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
November 13, 2013, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. Colorado Jitney (Jitney) and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder Supershuttle, Boulder Express Shuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and Peak Taxi (Colorado Cab) timely intervened in this proceeding.

4. Pursuant to Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the undersigned ALJ scheduled a telephone prehearing conference for December 5, 2013 at 10:00 a.m.  Decision No. R13-1437-I.  The parties were permitted to appear in person. The Decision provided the parties with a phone number to call should they chose to appear by telephone.  Id.   

5. The parties were specifically warned that, “that failure to appear at the prehearing conference may result in dismissal of the Application without prejudice, or a decision denying an intervener the ability to participate in this proceeding.”  Id.   
6. At the date, time and location designated, the ALJ convened the prehearing conference.  Applicant and Jitney appeared by telephone. Colorado Cab failed to appear. 
7. At the prehearing conference Applicant and Jitney agreed to, and the ALJ approved a hearing date of January 28 and 29, 2014 and deadlines for the parties to make disclosures.  Applicant’s exhibits and witness disclosures are due on January 7, 2014 and interveners’ exhibits and witness disclosures are due on January 14, 2014.  A separate decision will be issued memorializing the hearing date and disclosure schedule. 

8. The prehearing conference was completed and recessed at 10:22 a.m. on December 6, 2013.  Thus, Colorado Cab had ample opportunity to appear before the hearing concluded.  

9. Colorado Cab did not file a motion to continue the prehearing conference; nor did it make any filing whatever indicating that it was unable to appear at the hearing.  To date, Colorado Cab has not shown good cause for its failure to appear at the prehearing conference.  Colorado Cab’s failure to appear at the hearing amounts to abandoning the intervention.  Based on the foregoing, the ALJ finds good cause to require Colorado Cab to make a filing showing cause why its intervention should not be stricken and why it should not be dismissed as a party to this proceeding.
10. Colorado Cab is on notice that if it fails to show cause as required by this Decision, that its intervention will be stricken and it will be dismissed as a party to this proceeding. 

II. Order

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. On or by 5:00 p.m. on December 11, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder Supershuttle, Boulder Express Shuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and Peak Taxi (Colorado Cab) shall make a filing showing cause why its intervention should not be stricken, and why it should not be dismissed as a party to this proceeding for its failure to appear at the December 6, 2013 prehearing conference. 

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
