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I. STATEMENT, findings, and conclusions
1. Only those portions of the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision are included. 

2. On 
September 30, 2013, Allrides Colorado LLC (Applicant) filed the 
above-captioned application. 

3. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
November 13, 2013, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. Colorado Jitney (Jitney) and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Express Shuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and Peak Taxi timely intervened in this proceeding.

5. Pursuant to Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, the undersigned ALJ scheduled a telephone prehearing conference for December 5, 2013 at 10:00 a.m.  Decision No. R13-1437-I.  
6. At the date, time, and location designated, the ALJ convened the prehearing conference.  Applicant appeared through David Soya, a non-attorney. Jitney appeared through Brad Doran, a non-attorney. 

7. Based upon statements made during the hearing, the ALJ found that Jitney met the requirements of Rule 1201(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 and 
§ 13-1-127, C.R.S. Specifically, the ALJ found that Jitney may be represented by a non-attorney in this proceeding because it has provided satisfactory evidence that: it is a closely held entity comprised of one owner, Mr. Brad Doran, that the amount in controversy is less than $15,000, and that Mr. Doran has authority to represent Jitney.
  The ALJ will order that Jitney may be represented by Mr. Doran in this proceeding. 

8. Likewise, the ALJ found that based upon the Application and supplements thereto, Applicant also met the requirements of Rule 1201(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 and § 13-1-127, C.R.S.  In particular, the ALJ found that Applicant may be represented by a non-attorney in this proceeding because it has provided satisfactory evidence that:  it is a closely held entity, that the amount in controversy is less than $15,000, and that Mr. David Soya has authority to represent Applicant. The ALJ will order that Applicant may be represented by Mr. Soya in this proceeding.

9. Applicant and Jitney are advised and on notice, that its representatives will be bound by the same procedural and evidentiary rules as attorneys.  Negron v. Golder, 111 P.3d 538, 541 (Colo. App. 2004); Loomis v. Seely, 677 P.2d 400, 402 (Colo. App. 1983).   

10. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1, Part 1 and the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle found at 4 CCR 723-6, Part 6.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these Rules.  Both sets of rules are available on the Commission’s website at www.dora.colorado.gov/puc and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 

1. Allrides Colorado LLC may be represented in this proceeding by
Mr. David Soya, a non-attorney. 

2. Colorado Jitney may be represented in this proceeding by Mr. Brad Doran, a 
non-attorney.

3. The parties will be held to all advisements contained in this Decision. 

4. This Decision is effective nunc pro tunc September 30, 2013.
