I. STATEMENT

1. On 
September 30, 2013, Allrides Colorado LLC (Applicant) filed the 
above-captioned application. 

2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
November 13, 2013, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. Colorado Jitney (Jitney) and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Express Shuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and Peak Taxi timely intervened in this proceeding.

4. Pursuant to Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the undersigned ALJ scheduled a telephone prehearing conference for December 5, 2013 at 10:00 a.m.  Decision No. R13-1437-I.  
5. At the date, time, and location designated, the ALJ convened the prehearing conference.  Applicant and Jitney appeared by telephone.  At the prehearing conference Applicant and Jitney agreed to, and the ALJ approved a hearing date and procedural schedule, as set forth below. 

6. At the prehearing conference, the ALJ agreed to schedule the hearing to take place in Boulder, Colorado, per Applicant’s request.  However, due to scheduling conflicts, the ALJ is unable to schedule the hearing in Boulder.  The hearing will be held at the Commission’s office in Denver, Colorado, as set forth below.  Should this impact Applicant or Jitney’s availability to appear for the hearing on the agreed-upon dates, the party so impacted must make a filing indicating this and proposing new hearing dates.  The party must contact all other parties to ensure the other parties are available on the new hearing dates it proposes and should indicate this in their filing.  

7. Unless otherwise ordered, the ALJ expects all witnesses and parties to appear at the hearing in person. 

8. In anticipation of the hearing, the parties are ordered make disclosures of the witnesses and evidence they intend to present at the hearing in support of their position. 

9. The parties are advised that they must file and serve a witness list even if the party intends to call only one witness to testify on its behalf.   

10. Likewise, even if a party intends to introduce only one document in support of its case, the party still must file and serve an exhibit list and the exhibit. An exhibit is any document or other tangible item the party wishes the ALJ to consider in reaching a decision in this matter. 

11. As referenced in this Decision, serving a party with any document (e.g., witness and exhibit lists and exhibits) means that the party is required to give the document to the other parties to the proceeding.  Service may be accomplished by United States Mail, or through the Commission’s E-filing system, if the party being served is registered with the E-filing system.  

12. All parties are advised that failure to make disclosures as required by this Decision may result in an order dismissing the Application without prejudice, an order preventing an intervener from participating in this proceeding, or an order preventing the party who has violated this order from presenting evidence at the hearing. 
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1.
A hearing on the merits of Allrides Colorado LLC’s (Applicant) Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire is scheduled as follows:

2. At the above date, time, and place you will be given the opportunity to be heard if you so desire. 

3. Any party wishing to change the hearing date shall attempt to confer in good faith with all other parties to this proceeding regarding the other parties’ position on changing the hearing date.  The party seeking to change the hearing date must file a motion that includes information concerning its good faith effort to confer with the other parties to the proceeding.  

4. Applicant shall file and serve exhibit and witness lists and exhibits on or by 5:00 p.m. on January 7, 2014.  
5. Colorado Jitney (Jitney) and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Express Shuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and Peak Taxi (Colorado Cab) shall file and serve exhibit and witness lists and exhibits on or by 5:00 p.m. on January 14, 2014. 
6. Witness lists shall include a description of the witnesses’ anticipated testimony and the witnesses’ last known address and telephone number.

7. All exhibits shall be identified by sequential numbers (e.g., Exhibit 1, Exhibit 2, Exhibit 3).  Applicant’s exhibits will be the first in the numerical sequence; Jitney’s will be second, and Colorado Cab’s will be third.    

8. Exhibits shall include the following information:  exhibit number, proceeding number, name of the witness who will testify to the exhibit’s foundation, and the date of the hearing.  The parties may utilize the Commission’s exhibit stamp to include this information on the exhibits. The parties must have all their exhibits stamped prior to the time the hearing is scheduled to begin. 

9. At the hearing, the parties shall bring an original and two copies of each 
pre-marked exhibit they intend to introduce, along with a completed exhibit list in the format set forth in Appendix A to this Decision.  

10. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

11. No witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served as required herein.  

12. No exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as required herein. 

13. This Decision is effective immediately.
