By Decision No. C13-1102-I issued September 6, 2013, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition

2. Among many other provisions, Public Service proposes to identify and quantify net metering as an incentive to customers who install solar photovoltaic systems.  Public Service also indicates that through this proposal it seeks to engage in a dialogue about the equity of what it terms the net metering incentive.  The proposal has generated substantial public interest.  The Commission has received several hundred public comments in response to Public Service’s proposal.  Particularly, due to the public policy nature of the issues at hand, it is appropriate that a hearing be set to receive comments from the public regarding any aspect of the proposed compliance plan.  The ALJ finds that a public hearing should be held.
