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I. statement
A. Background
1. On September 23, 2013, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink QC or Applicant), filed a Petition for approval of adding CenturyLink QC’s Denver North and Denver Southeast wire centers to Tier 1 Classification, and the Montebello and Durango wire centers to Tier 2 Classification for the Colorado non-impaired wire center list in accordance with the Federal Communication Commission’s (FCC) Triennial Review Remand Order (TRRO)
.  

2. The Commission provided notice of the Petition on September 25, 2013.

3. Intervenors in this proceeding include Eschelon Telecom Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom (Integra), Cbeyond Communications, LLC (Cbeyond), and Commission Trial Staff (Staff).

4. CenturyLink QC also sought a protective order to allow it to file confidential wire center information regarding business line counts and the number of fiber-based collocators as defined in the TRRO.  CenturyLink QC filed a model protective order with its petition which it represented was agreed upon among competitive local exchange carriers and Applicant prior to the initial TRRO Dockets as “a basis for any protective order entered in future proceedings …”  However, it was found in Interim Decision No. R13-1451-I issued November 20, 2013, that CenturyLink QC must file a Colorado-specific motion for extraordinary protection and accompanying nondisclosure agreement in conformance with Rules 1100 and 1101 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, as soon as possible.

5. Interim Decision No. R13-1451-I also set a pre-hearing conference in this matter for Monday, December 9, 2013.
6. On December 6, 2013, CenturyLink QC filed a Joint Procedural Schedule in which it represents that the parties to this proceeding have agreed on a procedural schedule they believe may result in resolution of the issues here without the need for extensive litigation.  
7. At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by CenturyLink QC, Cbeyond, and Staff.  Integra failed to appear.

8. CenturyLink QC discussed the Joint Procedural Schedule it filed the afternoon of December 6, 2013, in which it represents that the parties to this proceeding have agreed on a procedural schedule they believe may result in resolution of the issues here without the need for extensive litigation.  The proposed procedural schedule is as follows:

9. Good cause is found to adopt the proposed procedural schedule as set out above.  In addition, the parties will be required to file a status update no later than January 23, 2014 indicating what progress (if any) has been made in resolving the issues raised here.

10. Further, should the parties not be able to resolve the issues and the matter moves forward to an evidentiary hearing, Integra is hereby on notice that it will be required to obtain legal counsel or show cause why it may proceed without an attorney as required by 
§ 13-1-127, C.R.S.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Schedule Proposal submitted by Qwest Corporation, doing business as, CenturyLink QC; Commission Trial Staff; Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra; and Cbeyond Communications, LLC is adopted without modification.

2. The parties to this proceeding shall make a status filing no later than January 23, 2014 to provide information as to any progress made regarding reaching a settlement of the issues in this proceeding. 

3. Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra is on notice that should this matter proceed to an evidentiary hearing, it will be required to obtain legal counsel or show cause why legal counsel is not necessary pursuant to § 13-1-127, C.R.S.
4. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
