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I. STATEMENT  
1. On August 16, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0958, the Commission opened this Proceeding.  In that decision, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ); provided guidance with respect to the timing of, and possible issues to be considered in, this Proceeding; and directed the ALJ to conduct an inquiry.  

2. The procedural history is set out in previous Interim Decisions entered in this Proceeding.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

3. On December 10, 2013, Andrew R. Newell, Esquire (Newell), filed a Notice of Withdrawal as Counsel of Record (Notice).  In that filing, Mr. Newell gave notice of his withdrawal as counsel of record for N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless (Viaero), in this Proceeding.  

4. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(d)
 governs the process by which an attorney may withdraw as counsel of record for a party.  The Notice meets the requirements of that Rule.  

5. In accordance with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(d), Mr. Newell advised Viaero of its right to file an objection.  Notice at ¶ 4.  The time for filing an objection expired on December 20, 2013.  As of the date of this Interim Decision, Viaero has not filed an objection.  

6. By this Interim Decision, the ALJ will give notice, and will acknowledge, that Mr. Newell has withdrawn as counsel of record for Viaero.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Notice of Withdrawal as Counsel of Record Petition filed on December 10, 2013 by Andrew R. Newell, Esquire, is acknowledged.  

2. Andrew R. Newell, Esquire, is no longer counsel of record for N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  
4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
