1. Paragraph 22 on page 7of this Decision reads as:
Unless otherwise stated in the uncontested Application, Rules 7211(a), 7211(c), and 7301(a) will govern the parties’ obligations with respect to all crossing surface costs and all costs of crossing warning devices.  As stated in the uncontested Application, BNSF will continue to maintain all BNSF railroad track within its right-of-way and UPRR will continue to maintain all UPRR railroad track within its right-of-way.  RTD will maintain all RTD railroad track and active warning devices including all pedestrian static signs.
Paragraph 22 states that it was stated in the uncontested application that “BNSF will continue to maintain all BNSF railroad track within its right-of-way and UPRR will continue to maintain all UPRR railroad track within its right-of-way.”  That is incorrect.  The uncontested application stated that UPRR will maintain the exit vehicle detection loops within its and BNSF’s 
right-of way and all active warning devices within its and BNSF’s right-of way.  Paragraph 22 will be amended to read as follows:
Unless otherwise stated in the uncontested Application, Rules 7211(a), 7211(c), and 7301(a) will govern the parties’ obligations with respect to all crossing surface costs and all costs of crossing warning devices.  As stated in the uncontested Application, UPRR will maintain the exit gate vehicle detection loops within its and BNSF’s right-of-way and all active warning devices within its and BNSF’s right-of-way.  RTD will maintain all RTD railroad track and active warning devices within its right-of-way as well as all pedestrian static signs at the crossing.
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
