I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1672, a Phase I electric rate case, on June 17, 2014.  
2. By Decision No. C14-1043, issued August 20, 2014, we acknowledged the notices of intervention by right filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, the Colorado Energy Office, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  We also granted intervention to: Energy Outreach Colorado; the City of Boulder; the Southwest Energy Efficiency Project; the Colorado Energy Consumers Group; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel; Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. and Sam’s West, Inc.; The Kroger Company; Clean Energy Action; the Federal Executive Agencies; the Colorado Healthcare Electric Coordinating Council; Western Resource Advocates; and The Alliance for Solar Choice.
3. On December 19, 2014, the City and County of Denver, (Denver) filed a Motion for Late Intervention (Motion).  Denver states that it has a franchise agreement with Public Service for the purchase of energy for its street lighting service.  Public Service owns more than 50,000 street lights in the city, and pays approximately $2 million per year in maintenance costs.  Public Service proposes to significantly increase charges for non-routine lighting maintenance services.  Therefore, Denver states that it has a substantial pecuniary interest justifying intervention in this proceeding.

4. Denver explains that its petition is late because it mistakenly believed that all proposed changes to street lighting service would be addressed in Public Service’s upcoming Street Lighting advice letter filing in the first quarter of 2015.  Denver also notes that its intervention is limited to addressing Public Service’s proposed increased charges for non-routine street lighting maintenance services, and will take the case as it stands procedurally.  No party filed response to the Motion.  
5. In accordance with Rule 1401(a), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow late intervention in a proceeding, subject to reasonable procedural requirements.
6. We find good cause to grant the late intervention of Denver.  We agree that Denver’s pecuniary interests will be substantially affected by this proceeding and may not be adequately represented by the intervenors presently in the proceeding.  No party opposed the request for intervention, and we find that granting the intervention for the limited purposes requested will not prejudice any party in this proceeding.  We grant Denver’s Motion; Denver may address Public Service’s proposed increase charges for non-routine street lighting maintenance service, as requested in the Motion.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Motion for Late Intervention by the City and County of Denver filed on December 19, 2014 is granted.
2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
