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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Supplement Application (Motion) filed on December 18, 2014, by Evergreen Trails, Inc., doing business as Horizon Coach Lines (Horizon Coach Lines).  In the Motion, Horizon Coach Lines states:
(it) moves herewith an order authorizing supplementation of the referenced application for permanent authority and that, as supplemented, the application be republished on an additional ten days notice.

The application Horizon Coach Lines is requesting to supplement was filed on November 20, 2014, in Proceeding No. 14A-1131BP-Extension.  Horizon Coach Lines, in Proceeding No. 14A-1131BP-Extension, requested permanent authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9941.  The Commission noticed this application to all 

2. interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 1, 2014.  The extension of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9941 was noticed as follows;

between hotel, motels, and other places of lodging in the Counties of Adams, and Denver, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and the United Airlines Training Center, 7401 East Martin Luther King Boulevard, Denver, Colorado, and/or Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the the other hand; and 
(B)
between the United Airlines Training Center, 7401 East Martin Luther King Boulevard, Denver, Colorado, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:  
(A)
to providing transportation services for United Airlines, Inc., 1200 East Algonquin Road, Elk Grove Township, Illinois, 60007; and  
(B)
to the use of vehicles having a rated seating capacity no greater than 15 passengers, including the driver.
3. In support of this Motion, Horizon Coach Lines states:

When Horizon filed this permanent application, its proposed scope purposely did not contain the vehicle size restriction in Horizon’s existing authority nor in the ETA or TA applications that preceded the present permanent authority application.  When published, however, this restriction was included in the Commission’s semi-monthly Notice of Applications filed.

Conversation with Commission staff have revealed that some possible confusion may exist as to whether or not a vehicle size restriction was intended to apply to the authority requested in this application.  Though it was Horizon’s intention that a vehicle size restriction not exist, a good faith reading of the application’s scope displays the possibility of some confusion in this respect.

… Horizon requests that the Commission republish this application, with any necessary clarifying language reflecting that the present application does not contain a proposed vehicle size restriction.  Applicant requests that this republication provide for an intervention period of ten days.

4. Rule 1206(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, states that “[u]nless shortened by Commission decision or rule, the intervention period for notice mailed by the Commission shall expire 30 days after the mailing date.  The Commission shall 
re-notice any application or petition that, through amendment or otherwise, is changed in any manner that broadens the application’s or petition’s purpose or scope,”

5. The permanent authority currently authorized under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9941 does include the restriction limiting Horizon Coach Lines to the use of vehicles having a rated seating capacity no greater than 15 passengers, including the driver.  Amending Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9941 by eliminating the vehicle size restriction does broaden the scope of the application as noticed on December 1, 2014.  Therefore, the application as amended must be re-noticed.

6. In consideration of the support submitted with this Motion, the Commission 
finds that Horizon Coach Lines has shown good cause to re-notice Proceeding 
No. 14A-1131BP-Extension and to shorten the notice period to ten days.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Supplement Application filed by Evergreen Trails, Inc., doing business as Horizon Coach Lines to republish Proceeding No. 14A-1131BP-Extension and to shorten the notice and intervention period to ten days is granted.

2. The Application for permanent authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9941 shall be placed on the next transportation notice, which is scheduled to be published on January 12, 2015, for a period of ten days.  Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by 5:00 p.m. on January 22, 2015.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
