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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. By Decision No. C14-0729, issued June 25, 2014, the Commission approved the Joint Motion for Approval of Settlement (Joint Motion), filed on June 19, 2014, by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) and The Alliance for Solar Choice.  In approving the Joint Motion, the Commission required that, no later than 60 days after the final Commission decision in Proceeding No. 13A-0836E issued December 26, 2014, Public Service shall file its next Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan covering calendar years 2015 through 2016.  
2. By Decision No. C14-1505, in Proceeding No. 13A-0836E issued December 26, 2014, the Commission ruled on exceptions filed in that proceeding.  Among other directives, the Commission extended the 2014 RES Compliance Plan filed by Public Service on July 24, 2013, to be in effect through the end of 2016, and approved the acquisition of certain renewable energy resources on an annual basis for 2014, 2015, and 2016. 

3. By this Decision, we vacate the requirement to file a RES Compliance Plan 60 days after the final decision in Proceeding No. 13A-0836E.  Because Decision No. C14-1505 extends the 2014 RES Compliance Plan through 2016, we find that it is no longer necessary for Public Service to file a RES Compliance Plan covering calendar years 2015 through 2016. 

4. Public Service shall address its RES Compliance Plan for the years 2017 and the additional years in the resource acquisition period of its Electric Resource Plan filed under Rule 3603 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, filed on or before October 31, 2015.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The requirement for Public Service Company of Colorado to file a Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan covering calendar years 2015 through 2016 no later than 60 days after a final decision in Proceeding No. 13A-0836E, is vacated. 
2. The 20-day period provided in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
