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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By Decision No. C15-0075-I, issued January 21, 2015, the Commission revised the procedural schedule in this proceeding and, among other directives, granted the Settling Parties’
 request to permit filing of stipulations and settlement agreements no later than 3:00 p.m., January 23, 2015.  In addition, the Commission granted the Motion to File Supplemental Testimony filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on January 8, 2015, and required that supplemental testimony and attachments be filed by January 23, 2015.

2. On January 23, 2015, in addition to filing a Settlement Agreement and Joint Motion to Approve the Settlement Agreement, the Settling Parties filed a Joint Motion for Commission Decision Authorizing Settlement Rates to go into Effect on February 13, 2015, Subject to Refund and Other Conditions, and Request for Shortened Response Time (Rate Implementation Motion).  Public Service also filed a Motion to Vacate Procedural Date on January 23, 2015, requesting the Commission vacate the procedural date for filing of supplemental testimony and attachments, and requests waiver of response time.  

3. Separately, on January 12, 2015, Public Service filed a Motion to Correct Testimony of Richard R. Schrubbe (Motion to Correct Testimony).  Responses to the Schrubbe Motion were due January 26, 2015; no party filed response or opposition to the motion.  

4. By this Decision, we shorten response time to the Rate Implementation Motion. Response to this shall be due no later than Friday, January 30, 2015.  Further, we waive response time and grant the Motion to Vacate Procedural Date.  We also grant the unopposed Motion to Correct Testimony. 

B. Rate Implementation Motion

5. By Decision No. C14-1130-I issued September 16, 2014, the Commission adopted a refund condition that allows the proposed rates and tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 1672 – Electric to go into effect on February 13, 2015, subject to a refund condition.  In the Rate Implementation Motion, the Settling Parties request the Commission authorize the rates proposed in the Settlement Agreement to go into effect on February 13, 2015, subject to refund, as opposed to the originally-proposed rates. In support of the motion, the Settling Parties state that, under the terms of the Settlement Agreement, rather than increasing base rates as originally proposed, annual base rate revenues will be reduced.  The Settling Parties also note that they have agreed to the implementation of a Clean Air-Clean Jobs Act rider, resulting in an anticipated net overall customer impact of $41,500,000, instead of the proposed net customer annual impact of $107,189,485.  

6. Within the Rate Implementation Motion, Settling Parties request the Commission issue its decision on the motion on or before February 6, 2015, and shorten response time as necessary. 

7. We find good cause to shorten response time to the Rate Implementation Motion.  Responses to the motion shall be due no later than Friday, January 30, 2015.

C. Motion to Vacate Procedural Date

8. On January 8, 2015, Public Service requested that it be allowed to file supplemental testimony and attachments to address the revenue requirement impact of federal income tax law changes enacted on December 19, 2014.  The Commission shortened response time to this motion until 12:00 p.m., January 16, 2015.  No party filed response to the motion.  By Decision No. C15-0075-I, we granted the Motion and allowed supplemental testimony to be filed by January 23, 2015.  

9. In its Motion to Vacate Procedural Date, Public Service states that it believes the Settling Parties intended to request that the Commission vacate the filing date for Supplemental Testimony and Attachments addressing the impact of the extension of bonus depreciation; however, this request may not have been conveyed because the Commission had not yet acted on the motion filed January 8, 2015, when it considered vacating other procedural deadlines.  Through the Motion to Vacate Procedural Date, Public Service requests that the filing date for Supplemental Testimony and Attachments be vacated, consistent with the intent of the Settling Parties.  

10. Public Service represents that it has conferred with all parties via electronic mail regarding the motion, including the request for waiver of response time.  Public Service states that no party has conveyed concern about the motion and Public Service believes it is unopposed.  Because the motion addresses purely procedural matters and because any party that may potentially still wish for the Company to file Supplemental Testimony and Attachments will have an opportunity to seek relief during the prehearing conference scheduled for January 28, 2015, the Company requests that response time be waived. 

11. We find it reasonable under the circumstances to waive response time.  We agree that no party will be prejudiced and may raise concerns regarding the filing of Supplemental Testimony and Attachments, if any, at the January 28, 2015, prehearing conference.  We therefore also vacate the filing deadline of January 23, 2015, for Supplemental Testimony and Attachments.  No filing of testimony and attachments to address the revenue requirement impact of federal income tax law changes enacted on December 19, 2014, is necessary unless required by future order of the Commission.  

D. Motion to Correct Testimony

12. On January 12, 2015, Public Service filed its motion to correct the Direct Testimony of Richard R. Schrubbe.  Public Service represents that the purpose of the correction is to revise Mr. Schrubbe’s testimony regarding who initiated the retiree medical plan changes that are driving the decline in other post-employment benefit expenses in 2015, as compared to the historic test year.  The Company represents that it does not believe the correction is substantive; however, in an abundance of caution, because the correction does not involve more than the simple correction of a typographical error, the Company decided to address the correction in the Motion to Correct Testimony, separate from the other corrections to its direct and rebuttal cases due January 14, 2015.  

13. Response to the Motion to Correct Testimony was due January 26, 2015; no party filed a response.  We find good cause to grant the unopposed motion and permit Public Service to correct the direct testimony of Mr. Schrubbe as set forth in the motion.

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. We shorten response time to the Joint Motion for Commission Decision Authorizing Settlement Rates to go into Effect on February 13, 2015, Subject to Refund and Other Conditions, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on January 23, 2015.  Responses shall be filed on or before Friday, January 30, 2015.

2. We waive response time and grant the Motion to Vacate Procedural Date for Filing of Supplemental Testimony and Attachments filed by Public Service on January 23, 2015.

3. We grant the unopposed Motion to Correct Direct Testimony of Richard R. Schrubbe filed by Public Service on January 12, 2015.  

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
