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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Request to Reinstate Authority and Amend Recommended Decision No. R14-1453 (Recommended Decision) such that contract carrier permit No. B-9940 is not revoked, filed on January 20, 2015, by Gabby Cares Home Services Inc. (Gabby). Being duly advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe the filing as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration (RRRs) and deny the RRRs.  
2. On November 21, 2014, Gabby was sent a letter by the Commission warning that Gabby’s insurance coverage was ending as of December 3, 2014, and therefore Gabby’s Commission-issued permit was summarily suspended as of December 3. The letter further informed Gabby that a hearing in front of an Administrative Law Judge was to be held on December 9, 2014, and that carriers who did not file proof of financial responsibility would be subject to revocation of their Commission-issued authorities. 

3. The hearing was held on December 9, 2014 and on December 11, 2014, the Recommended Decision was issued. The Recommended Decision revoked the certificates and permits of a number of motor carriers, including Gabby, for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility (proof of insurance or surety bond), pursuant to § 40-10.1.107, C.R.S. and Rules 6007 and 6008 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6. 
4. By the terms of the Recommended Decision, any Respondent who filed proof of financial responsibility on or before December 31, 2014, would not have their authority revoked. 
5. The Recommended Decision became a Commission Decision pursuant to 
§40-6-109(2), C.R.S. on December 31, 2014.
6. On January 20, 2015, Gabby filed its Request to Reinstate Authority. January 19, 2015 would have been the final day to file an Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration, but that day was a Federal holiday on which the Commission was closed, so the 20th was actually the final day to file RRRs. The filing will therefore be construed as RRRs. Gabby states that Gabby received the Commission’s letter of summary suspension in advance of the hearing, but that Gabby was unaware of revocation as a consequence of failure to maintain proof of insurance. Gabby states that Gabby originally planned to have new insurance in effect in December 2014, but Gabby did not purchase the policy because the policy was too expensive.   
7. We find that Gabby has not shown good cause to grant the RRRs.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration filed by Gabby Cares Home Services Inc. to Recommended Decision No. R14-1453 on January 20, 2015 is denied, consistent with the discussion above. 
2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
