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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a joint application filed by AmericaTel Corporation (AmericaTel), Matrix Telecom Inc. (Matrix), and Impact Telecom Inc. (Impact) on December 12, 2014.  The joint applicants request Commission authorization to allow the transfer of customers from Impact and AmericaTel to Matrix.  Following the transfer of customers, AmericaTel and Impact will no longer operate and their authorities/toll reseller registrations will be canceled.  The joint application was made pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2002, Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products.

2. Impact acquired AmericaTel and Matrix in an indirect transfer when Impact acquired control of their corporate parent in Proceeding No. 13A-0135T, Decision No. C13-0444 issued April 16, 2013.  The customer transfer to Matrix will allow a corporate restructure, eliminating some of the current operating companies and providing a streamlined corporate structure.

3. Matrix holds a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) that authorizes it to provide local exchange telecommunications services.  The Commission issued this CPCN by Decision No. R05-0651, Proceeding No. 05A-136T on June 1, 2005.  Matrix also holds a Letter of Registration (LOR) which authorizes it to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services, which was also granted in Decision No. R05-0651.

4. AmericaTel is registered as a toll reseller in Colorado and holds no Commission issued telecommunications authority.

5. Impact holds a CPCN that authorizes it to provide local exchange telecommunications services.  The Commission issued this CPCN by Decision No. C05-0842, Proceeding No. 05A-240T on July 11, 2005.  Impact also holds an LOR which authorizes it to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services, which was also granted in Decision No. R05-0842.  Impact filed a notification of discontinuance of access service where there are no customers affected in Proceeding No. 14J-0693AT on June 25, 2014.

6. The joint applicants represent that there will be no change to rates, terms, or conditions for AmericaTel and Impact customers.  Matrix will file with the Commission to add the d/b/a names of Impact and AmericaTel to ensure customers that they are still being served under the same service plan.

7. On December 15, 2014, notice of the application was provided on the Commission’s website.  

B. Discussion
8. We find that the Commission has jurisdiction in this matter.

9. The joint application contains all of the information required by applicable Commission Rules and is therefore deemed complete.

10. The customer transfer will not have any impact on current rates, terms, or conditions.

11. The Commission finds the proposed customer transfer is not contrary to the public interest and therefore will grant the joint application.

II. Order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application to effectuate a customer transfer from AmericaTel Corporation (AmericaTel) and Impact Telecom, Inc. (Impact) to Matrix Telecom, Inc. (Matrix) on January 1, 2015 is deemed complete and is granted.

2. Impact will file to cancel their authority upon approval of this application.

3. AmericaTel will file to cancel their toll reseller registration upon approval of this application.

4. Applicants AmericaTel, Matrix, and Impact shall jointly notify the Commission if the customer transfer has been terminated or is not completed within 60 days of the proposed effective date stated in the application.  This notice shall include the proceeding and decision numbers which granted the authority to execute the customer transfer. 

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
