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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion
1. This Decision considers Ms. Leslie Glustrom’s request for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of our decision upholding a recommended decision denying her motion for permission intervention.
   Our previous decision ruled that Ms. Glustrom failed to demonstrate a pecuniary or tangible interest in the proceeding, and that her interests were represented adequately by the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  
2. In her RRR, filed February 2, 2015, Ms. Glustrom argues that by denying her request for permissive intervention, the Commission violated her constitutional due process rights and Colorado law.  She also argues that her interests were not adequately represented by the OCC.  
3. Ms. Glustrom raises no new arguments, facts, or law relevant to the Commission’s discretion to deny intervention to parties that are not permitted to intervene as of right under § 40-6-109(1), C.R.S.; Rule 1401 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Because we addressed these arguments in our previous decision,
 we deny her RRR.   
II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration filed by Ms. Leslie Glustrom on February 2, 2015, is denied, consistent with the discussion above.
