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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Declaratory Order (Petition) filed on February 17, 2015, by NoCoTran LLC (Petitioner), a licensed limited regulation carrier of luxury limousines.  Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we accept the Petition and therefore issue notice. 

2. The Petition requests a declaratory ruling of whether Rule 6308(a)(IV) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, applies to two vehicles owned by Petitioner: a 1998 stretched Cadillac Deville,
  and a 2005 stretched Lincoln Town Car.
 Petitioner believes that the vehicles qualify under Rule 6308(a)(IV), which defines a category of luxury limousine “which is a classic, antique, or specially built motor vehicle that has or had a retail value of $50,000 or more[,]” and is exempt from the ten-year age limit of Rule 6305(b).  If the Petitioner’s vehicles do not qualify under Rule 6308(a)(IV), and instead qualify as stretched limousines under Rule 6308(a)(I), the 1998 Cadillac would be too old to be operated, and the 2005 Lincoln would become too old to be operated as of July 1, 2015, absent a Commission-approved waiver of Rule 6305(b). 

3.  Because the Petitioner is a licensed limited regulation carrier whose rights are affected by the Commission’s rules, we accept the Petition to interpret Rule 6305 as applied to Petitioner’s vehicles.   See § 24-4-105(11), C.R.S.; Rule 57(b), Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure.

4. Service of this Decision and the bi-weekly transportation notice will provide notice of the Petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations. Notice of the Petition will be provided in the March 9, 2015 bi-weekly transportation notice. Following the expiration of the intervention period, the Commission will determine whether a hearing is necessary, whether to refer this matter to an Administrative Law Judge, and establish additional procedural requirements. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition for Declaratory Order (Petition) filed by NoCoTran LLC (Petitioner) on February 17, 2015, is accepted. 
2. Notice of the Petition will be provided in the March 9, 2015, bi-weekly transportation notice. 

3. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a petition for leave to intervene on or before April 8, 2015.  All persons who file a motion to permissively intervene shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, and this Decision. 

4. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments on or before April 8, 2015, addressed 
to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, or through the Commission’s e-filing system at https://www.dora.state.co.us/pls/efi/EFI.homepage, using Proceeding No. 15D-0101EC.

5. If a hearing is required in this matter, the Commission will notify the parties of the hearing date, time, and location. The Petitioner must appear at the hearing, if one is set, and present evidence in support of its Petition. Other parties may appear and present evidence in support of their position. 

6. If a party does not meet the requirements of this Decision and the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the Commission may dismiss or strike the intervention upon motion filed by any other party, or upon the Commission’s own motion, unless good cause for failure to meet the requirements is shown. 

7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
