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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 6, 2015, Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to cancel the Seventh Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 and replace it with the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 to become effective on 
less-than-statutory notice on March 16, 2015.

2. Ramblin’ Express, under Certificate No L48419, may provide scheduled service between points in Aurora, on the one hand, and points in Black Hawk and Central City, on the other hand.

3. Ramblin’ Express, in Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 proposes to increase the number of daily one-way trips between 13450 E. Mississippi Avenue in Aurora and the casinos in Black Hawk and Central City.  The additional trips proposed by Ramblin’ Express are a 5:30 a.m. departure from Aurora to Black Hawk/Central City and a 7:10 a.m. departure from Black Hawk/Central City to Aurora.  Ramblin’ Express also proposes minor revisions to other arrival and departure times.

4. In support of the proposed changes, Mr. Todd Holland, the owner of Ramblin’ Express states:

Inclement weather, combined with growing traffic congestion along the I-70 corridor continue to be meaningful factors for us in keeping a consistent time schedule between Aurora and Black Hawk / Central City.  With at least 6 weeks remaining of potential weather concerns, we wish to implement these minor time changes as soon as we possibly can, as these changes will enable us to better serve the public.  While delays are often out of our control, these changes to our schedule will afford greater on-time reliability.  The additional early-morning route is seen as an opportunity to serve casino employees primarily.

5. As a common carrier, Ramblin’ Express is required by Rule 6207(h) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 to file revised tariffs and time schedules on 30 days’ notice.  However, Rule 6207(j) (CCR) 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff (or time schedule) on less-than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

6. In consideration of the support provided with this application, the Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to cancel the Seventh Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 and replace it with the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 on 
less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on March 6, 2015 by Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express) is deemed complete.

2. The Application of Ramblin’ Express to allow it to publish the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Ramblin’ Express is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21.  The Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 is attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision.
4. The advice letter and the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Decision.  The advice letter and the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 shall be filed no later than the last business day prior to the proposed effective date of the Eighth Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
