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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Conclusions, and Findings

1. By Decision No. C15-0158-I, issued on February 17, 2015, we set April 23, 2015 as the date for the next panel session addressing issues related to on-site storage; distribution system design; panel orientation and sizing of photovoltaic systems; “grid parity” and the need for incentives to install retail distributed generation in the future; and a “minimum bill” concept.  At our weekly meeting on March 18, 2015, we adopted an agenda for the panel session, identifying the invited panelists.

2. By this Decision, we remind the invited panelists that they need only address those questions issued in Attachment A to Decision No. C15-0158-I pertaining to the topic they are presenting.

3. We also issue additional questions that define examples or “use cases” as set forth in Attachment A to this Decision.  Consistent with the previously issued questions, panelists need only address the examples that relate to the topic area they are presenting at the April 23 meeting. We conclude that these “use cases,” based on a common set of assumptions such as customer size and energy generated, will help us understand the effects of various factors on the cost of on-site solar to utilities and their customers (both solar and non-solar).  We expect that the cases will also allow us to compare participants’ responses and to understand the impacts of the participants’ respective proposals.  Responses to the “use cases” set forth in Attachment A shall be filed no later than April 16, 2015.  

4. In addition, at our weekly meeting on March 18, 2015, the Advisory Staff presented a list of research papers, reports, and other resources they have relied on as background material and in developing their recommendations.  The list is set forth in Attachment B to this Decision.  We direct the Advisory Staff to file copies of those reports and documents in this proceeding. Interested persons are invited to review the documents and will have an opportunity to respond to them in their written comments due no later than May 22, 2015, pursuant to Decision No. C15-0158-I.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Invited panelists for the April 23, 2015 Panel Discussion shall submit written answers addressing the use cases set forth in Attachment A to this Decision no later than April 16, 2015, consistent with the discussion above. 

2. Advisory Staff shall file the documents listed in Attachment B to this Decision. 

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
