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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the City of Steamboat Springs (Steamboat Springs) on February 10, 2015, requesting authority to open a new at-grade highway-rail crossing of the proposed Emerald Trail with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) at railroad milepost 189.61, no National Inventory Number, and modify the existing at-grade highway-rail crossing of Trafalgar Drive to remove vehicle access and allow only at-grade pedestrian and bicycle access with the tracks of the UPRR, National Inventory No. 253658J in Steamboat Springs, County of Routt, State of Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application (Notice) to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed on February 17, 2015.

3. On February 26, 2015, Steamboat Springs filed an Amendment to the Application to Provide Updated Railroad Cost Estimate.

4. On March 3, 2015, UPRR filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention as of Right.  UPRR does not contest or oppose the application.

5. On March 16, 2015, Mesa Lodging LLC (Mesa) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right or Alternative Motion to Intervene by Permission.  Mesa is opposed to the Application as Mesa believes the project will impede entry and exit from its Hampton Inn and Suites parking lot.

6. On March 19, 2015, Steamboat Springs filed an Amendment to the Application to Provide Additional Detail as to the Nature and Need for the Project.

7. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

8. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

9. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition of the interventions and a determination of the merits of the Application and amendments to the Application.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The application (Application) filed by the City of Steamboat Springs on February 10, 2015, requesting authority to open a new at-grade highway-rail crossing of the proposed Emerald Trail with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) at railroad milepost 189.61, no National Inventory Number, and modify the existing at-grade highway-rail crossing of Trafalgar Drive to remove vehicle access and allow only at-grade pedestrian and bicycle access with the tracks of the UPRR, National Inventory No. 253658J in Steamboat Springs, County of Routt, State of Colorado is deemed complete within the meaning of 
§ 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Proceeding No. 15A-0086R is referred to an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for disposition of the interventions, and determination of the merits of the Application and amendments to the Application.
