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I. By the Commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 25, 2015, Douglas County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, Eagle County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, and El Paso-Teller Counties Emergency Telephone Service Authority (911 Authorities), jointly filed a Petition requesting the Commission open a rulemaking proceeding to amend rules relating to the selective database.  The Petition requests narrow rule changes to Rules 2136(d) and (e); 2138(b), (c), and (f); 2140; and 2141 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.

2.   The 911 Authorities state that the purpose of the proposed rules is to bring the enhanced 911 rules into conformity with existing tariffs and practices, particularly with respect to how governing bodies and public service answering points pay for basic emergency service from a basic emergency service provider, and for purposes of remitting emergency telephone service fees pursuant to § 29-11-100.5, et seq., C.R.S.

3. The 911 Authorities further state that they are aware that the comprehensive rulemaking concerning basic emergency services will be undertaken shortly and they consent to consolidating the narrow rules proposed in the Petition with the comprehensive rulemaking.

4. The Petition raises proposed rule revisions that may further the public interest by considering updates to the rules that will reflect better the existing practices and tariffs.  However, these rules overlap with the Commission’s basic emergency service rules, which we plan to revise through a comprehensive rulemaking.  We find that consolidating consideration of these proposed rules with a comprehensive rulemaking on basic emergency service will enable efficiency.  

5. Therefore, we grant the Petition.  The topic areas by proposed rules suggested by the 911 Authorities shall be considered in opening a comprehensive notice of proposed rulemaking (NOPR) regarding the Commission’s rules related to basic emergency service.   Intervenors, interested participants, and commenters that have made filings in this proceeding are encouraged to participate in the upcoming NOPR.
 

II. Order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition filed on February 25, 2015, by Douglas County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, Eagle County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, and El Paso-Teller Counties Emergency Telephone Service Authority requesting that the Commission open a rulemaking proceeding, issue a notice of proposed rulemaking (NOPR), and permanently amend Rules 2136(d) and (e); 2138(b), (c), and (f); 2140; and 2141 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2 is granted.  

2. The Commission will include the topic areas and proposed rules raised in this Petition through a NOPR addressing the Commission’s basic emergency service rules. 

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
