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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statements
1. On February 6, 2015, Durango Mountain Utilities, LLC (DMU, Company, or Applicant); DSC/Purgatory LLC, doing business as Durango Mountain Resort (DMR); and CAA Investments III, LP (CAA Investments) (collectively Joint Applicants) filed an application requesting a Commission decision authorizing the transfer of interest in the utility and its assets to CAA Investments.  The application also contained requests for a waiver of the Commission’s notice requirements and for a shortened notice and intervention period.
2. On February 9, 2015, the Joint Applicants filed a Motion for Extraordinary Protection for their asset purchase agreement and its first amendment.

3. On February 10, 2015, the Joint Applicants filed confidential exhibits and its second amendment.

4. In Commission Decision No. C15-0177-I, mailed February 20, 2015, the Commission granted the waiver of the notice requirement, denied the request for shortened notice and intervention period, and set the response time for the Motion for Extraordinary Protection to run concurrently with the notice and intervention period.

5. The request is made pursuant to the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4-4002 and 723-4-4101 and 
§ 40-5-105, C.R.S.

6. DMU acknowledges that it has read and agrees to abide by the provisions of subparagraphs (b)(IV) through (VI) and (b)(XI)(A) through (C) of Rule 4002(b).
7. The Joint Applicants seek Commission authority to transfer 100 percent of DMU’s membership interest in the limited liability company from DMR to a new member, CAA Investments.  Transfer of DMU’s membership interest includes the ownership of its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and its assets as described in the Asset Purchase Agreement.  DMU will continue to operate as the public utility.
B. Findings of Fact

8. The Applicant is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged in, inter alia, the purchase, distribution, and sale of propane gas for domestic, mechanical, or public uses in its service area in the State of Colorado.
9. The application and exhibits provided by the Company demonstrate that the transaction is not contrary to the public interest and continues to operate with the Durango Mountain Utilities, LLC name.

10. The Commission finds good cause to allow the proposed transfer of interest and grant the motion for extraordinary protection.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The amended application filed by Durango Mountain Utilities, LLC is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Durango Mountain Utilities, LLC for authority to transfer interest as described in the application and exhibits filed with the application and amendments, and the motion for extraordinary protection are granted.

3. Durango Mountain Utilities, LLC is directed to file final actual accounting entries related to the sale of the property within 90 days after the transaction has been finalized and closed.
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
