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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Common/Carrier Rules regarding operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55797 (Petition).  The Petition was filed on March 2, 2015 by Springs Cab, LLC
 (Petitioner).

2. Petitioner requests a waiver of Rule 6255(a) (III), (IV), (V), (VI), and (VII) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723‑6 (Communications and Dispatch).  The waiver is requested from January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015.
3. The Commission re-noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on March 23, 2015, for a period of ten days.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. In accordance with Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723‑1, the Commission may grant waivers or variances from tariffs, Commission rules, and substantive requirements contained in Commission decisions and orders for good cause.  In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.
6. Rule 6255(a) (III), (IV), (V), (VI), and (VII), 4 CCR 723-6, applies to taxicab carriers operating within or between the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, and Jefferson, and reads as follows:

(III) Beginning January 1, 2014, taxicab carriers shall employ a GPS-based, digital dispatch system that tracks and records driver hours or service, and records and reports trip information including origination point and customer wait times. 
(IV) Beginning January 1, 2014, taxicab carriers shall employ a GPS-based, digital dispatch system that records and reports driver location and on-duty time. Said system must log a driver on-duty when the driver’s assigned vehicle is within two miles of Denver International Airport or Colorado Springs Municipal Airport, and 500 feet of any known taxi stand. 
(V) Beginning January 1, 2014, taxicab carriers shall employ a GPS-based digital dispatch system that locks out any driver who has exceeded on-duty hours of service maximums. 
(VI) Beginning January 1, 2014, taxicab carriers shall lockout, for a minimum of eight hours, a driver who has exceeded on-duty hours of service maximums. Drivers who are locked-out, shall not be allowed access to the carriers dispatch system, credit card processing system, and metering system. 
(VII) Beginning January 1, 2014, taxicab carriers shall log a driver as being on-duty when the vehicle assigned to said driver, enters an area no less than two miles of Denver International Airport or Colorado Springs Municipal Airport, or 500 feet of known taxi stands. 
7. In support of the waiver, Petitioner explains that it entered into a design and implementation contract for the digital dispatch system with a company in December 2013.  However, during the implementation phase, it was determined that this company would not be able to fulfill design specifications to meet the regulatory requirements.  Petitioner then had to contract with a different company.  Specifically, Petitioner states that “at this time [it] is engaged in converting its dispatch system from Pinger Textfree Web to IT Curves Integrated Management Solutions, with testing, troubleshooting, and implementation on or before January 1, 2016, and the projected completion date for full implementation and operation is on or before December 31, 2015.”
8. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to grant a waiver of Rule 6255(a) (III), (IV), (V), (VI), and (VII), 4 CCR 723-6, for operations under CPCN PUC No. 55797.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Springs Cab, LLC, filed on March 2, 2015, for a waiver of Commission Rule 6255(a) (III), (IV), (V), (VI), and (VII) regarding operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55797, is granted, nunc pro tunc, from January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
