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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Applicant West Mountain Metropolitan District’s Motion to Compel Intervenor UPRR to Amend Construction and Maintenance Agreement and Sign Agreement (Motion) filed on March 23, 2015.  

2. West Mountain Metropolitan District states that changes to the construction and maintenance agreement (C&M) are necessary.  First, dollar amounts for the temporary and permanent easements have been left blank.  Second, the C&M needs to have the name of Cornerstone LLC removed and have the name of the West Mountain Metropolitan District placed in the caption.  Finally, Article 5 of the C&M needs to show the correct cost allocation split.

3. West Mountain Metropolitan District states that it needs to get its contract out for bid so it can start work this year, but cannot do so until the C&M agreement and easements are signed.  West Mountain Metropolitan District requests that the Commission compel Union Pacific Railroad Company to make the agreed upon changes and sign the contract within ten days.

4. No responses were filed to the Motion.

5. We find that good cause has been shown and will grant the Motion.  Union Pacific Railroad Company is required to make the above listed changes to the C&M agreement and sign the C&M agreement within ten days of the mailed date of this Decision.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Applicant West Mountain Metropolitan District’s Motion to Compel Intervenor UPRR to Amend Construction and Maintenance Agreement and Sign Agreement filed on March 23, 2015 is granted.

2. Union Pacific Railroad Company is required to make the changes discussed above to and sign the construction and maintenance agreement within ten days of the mailed date of this Decision.

3. The 20-day period provided in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
