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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion to Extend the Effective Date of Tariff (Motion) filed by Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc. (Prospect Mountain) on April 28, 2015.

2. On April 3, 2015, Prospect Mountain filed its Advice Letter No. 14 and Tariff Sheets with a proposed effective date of May 4, 2015.  In the Advice Letter filing, Prospect Mountain proposed tariffs with fees, terms, and conditions for new customer service connections, as required by Decision No. R13-1226, Proceeding No. 13A-0291W issued October 2, 2015.  On April 16, 2015, Commission Staff (Staff) filed a protest letter objecting to the proposed tariffs.  Prospect Mountain now moves to extend the proposed effective date to June 1, 2015, so that it can work with Staff to resolve the matter.

3. Prospect Mountain states that Staff does not object to the Motion.  Prospect Mountain also states that it has received approval to file the Motion from the trustee assigned to the pending Prospect Mountain bankruptcy case.

4. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause to  grant the Motion as unopposed.  Response time is waived.

5. On or before May 1, 2015, Prospect Mountain shall file an amendment to its advice letter showing the amended effective date of June 1, 2015.  If Prospect Mountain does not file an amended advice letter with an effective date of June 1, 2015, the proposed tariff shall be suspended pursuant to § 40-6-111(1)(b), C.R.S. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The Motion to Extend the Effective Date of Tariff filed by Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc. (Prospect Mountain) on April 28, 2015 is granted.  

2. On or before May 1, 2015, Prospect Mountain shall file an amendment to its advice letter showing the amended effective date of June 1, 2015.  If Prospect Mountain does not file an amended advice letter with an effective date of June 1, 2015, the tariff shall be suspended pursuant to § 40-6-111(1)(b), C.R.S.
3. Response time to the motion is waived.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
