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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement
1. On April 16, 2014 Durango Transportation, Inc. (DRI) filed an application for temporary approval to lease Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 14196 to San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab (Durango Cab). A related application for permanent authority to lease CPCN No. 14196 is pending in Proceeding No. 
15A-0258CP-LEASE.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 20, 2015. 
3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a permit transfer “if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to the carrier or its properties sought to be acquired, or may interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public.”
B. Findings of Fact

5. In support of the temporary approval, DTI and Durango Cab explain that this temporary approval is necessary to insure the resumption of taxi, call-and-demand limousine, and charter service in La Plata and San Juan counties, for the benefit of the general public and the employees who operate in common carrier service in these areas. 
6. The joint application contains material establishing the financial, managerial and operational fitness of Durango Cab and contains all other information required by Commission Rule 6205, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, which governs transfers and leases of authority. 
C. Conclusions

7. A failure to grant temporary approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to CPCN No. 14196 and ultimately affect service to the public.

8. San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

9. The Commission will waive, on its own Motion, Rule 6205(c)(XVI)(B), as CPCN No. 14196 is not currently in bona fide operation and is not currently under a Commission-approved suspension. Nonetheless, the temporary lease of this certificate is in the public interest because there is no current common carrier service at all in the affected areas. It is in the public interest to have common carrier service in San Juan and La Plata Counties for those who require it. 

10. This application for temporary approval is in the public interest and will be granted.

11. Durango Transportation, Inc. and San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab are advised that the grant of temporary approval of the lease of CPCN No. 14196 creates no presumption that permanent lease approval will be granted.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Durango Transportation, Inc. for temporary approval to lease Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 14196, subject to encumbrances, if any, against the authority to San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab is granted.  Temporary approval is granted for a period of 180 days commencing on May 1, 2015.
2. San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
3. San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab shall not commence operations until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($5) for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff of Durango Transportation, Inc.; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee ($5); (e) filed an acceptance of lease form, executed by both the lessor and the lessee; and (f) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

4. If Durango Transportation, Inc. and San Juan Sentry LLC doing business as Durango Cab do not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary approval to lease CPCN PUC No. 14196 shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
