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I. BY THE COMMISSION

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions (Motion) and Waiver of Response Time filed by Colorado Communications and Utility Alliance (CCUA) on May 14, 2015.  

2. On May 1, 2015, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Harris Adams issued his Recommended Decision, Decision No. R15-0406, addressing proposed changes to the Rules Regulating Data Access and Privacy for Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 (Electric Rules), and Data Access and Privacy Rules for Gas Utilities 4 CCR 723-4 (Gas Rules).  ALJ Adams proposes several amendments to the existing Electric Rules governing access to and privacy of customer data in the possession of utilities to make them more effective and efficient.  The decision also amends the Gas Rules to include data access and privacy rules.

3. In its Motion, CCUA requests a two-week extension of the deadline to file exceptions, which would otherwise be due on May 20, 2015.  Counsel for CCUA states that CCUA believes that parts of the Recommended Decision do not address issues raised in the proceeding and therefore CCUA may file exceptions.  However, counsel also states the need for formal guidance from the Board of Directors of CCUA as to whether exceptions should be filed.  CCUA’s board meets on May 20, 2015.  The requested extension provides time for CCUA’s board to consider filing exceptions and for exceptions to be filed.

4. The Motion states that CCUA attempted to contact all of the participants to Proceeding No. 14R-0394EG.
  No party responding to CCUA’s communication opposed the relief sought in the Motion.  However, the following had not provided a response at the time of the filing of the Motion: Colorado Natural Gas, Inc.; Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment; Institute for Market Transformation, Natural Resources Defense Council, and Southwest Energy Efficiency Project; Mission:data; Rocky Mountain Trane; and U.S. Energy Information Administration.  
5. We find that no party will be harmed by the relief sought in CCUA’s Motion and that good cause exists to grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions (Motion) filed by Colorado Communications and Utility Alliance on May 14, 2015 is granted and response time to the Motion is waived.

2. Exceptions to Decision No. R15-0406 shall be filed no later than June 4, 2015.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
