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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request to Accept Late-Filed Terminating Annual Report filed by Transferor First Student Inc. First Student Inc. requests that this proceeding be administratively reopened in order to accept a terminating annual report, which was due at 5:00 p.m. on May 5, 2015, but was filed after that and thus was accepted by the Commission’s e-filing system with a filing time of 8:00 a.m. on May 6, 2015. 

B. Findings

2. On January 16, 2015, Applicants First Student Inc. and First Transit Inc. filed an application to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 7137 from First Student Inc. to First Transit Inc.   

3. The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on January 26, 2015.  No interventions were filed and the application was granted on March 6, 2015, by Commission Decision No. C15-0214 (Decision), which required the filing of a number of compliance items on or before May 5, 2015. One of these compliance items was a terminating annual report from First Student, Inc. 

4. Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of the Decision gave Applicants 60 days from the effective date of the Decision to comply with its requirements.  This paragraph also states that “For good cause shown, the Commission may grant [Applicants] additional time for compliance.”
5. The Decision became effective on May 5. 2015.  Therefore, Applicants had until May 5, 2015 to comply with the Decision or file a request for additional time.

6. In the Request submitted on May 6, 2015, First Student Inc. explains that it has been diligent in filing the compliance items, and had filed all the compliance items except the terminating annual report, “[D]ue to delays in availability of information and difficulty in gathering relevant data, First Student was unable to complete the terminating annual report until late in the day on May 5, 2015 and, despite best efforts, was unable to complete the e-filing of the terminating annual report until shortly after 5 p.m. on May 5, 2015.” 

C. Conclusions

7. The Commission concludes that First Student Inc. has shown good cause to reopen the proceeding in order to accept the late-filed terminating annual report.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of First Student Inc. on May 6, 2015 requesting that the Commission accept its late-filed terminating annual report is granted. 

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
