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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On May 27, 2015, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) filed an application requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Atmos’ Advice Letter No. 519 (Application).
  Within the Application, Atmos also seeks a waiver of response time to the Application.

2. In support of its Application, Atmos states that, concurrent with the Application, it filed Advice Letter No. 519 and proposed Tariff Sheet No. 9 seeking to reduce Atmos’ Percentage of Income Payment Plan rates for residential, commercial, and irrigation customers from $0.28 per month to $0.00 per month.  

3. Specifically, Atmos seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

 
a)
filing with the Commission and keeping open for inspection Advice Letter No. 519;

 
b)
publishing customer notice attached to the Application as Exhibit 1 in The Denver Post once within three business days of the filing of the Application; 

 
c)
posting the customer notice attached to the Application as Exhibit 1 to Atmos’ Gas Rate and Tariff website for Colorado; and

 
d)
printing a message on each applicable customer’s bill notifying customers of the reduction, providing the website URL for the customer notice, and a toll-free phone number for assistance and additional information. 
4. Atmos states there is good cause for the alternative form of notice requested in the Application. Atmos argues that, when taken together, the proposed alternative forms of notice ensure Atmos’ customers are notified of the proposed tariff changes requested by Advice Letter No. 519 in a prompt and economical manner, and further ensure customers are notified prior to the proposed effective date of the Advice Letter and associated tariff changes.

5. The Application contains all of the information required by Commission rules and is therefore deemed complete.
6. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application and waive response time.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Atmos is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed May 27, 2015, by Atmos Energy (Atmos) requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Atmos’ Advice No. 519, is deemed complete and is granted.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
